(JHARKHAND ACT, 14, 2017)

An Act to provide for the establishment and incogtion of theARKA JAIN UNIVERSITY in the
State of Jharkhand, and to confer the status ofvate University thereon and for matters connected
therewith and incidental thereto;

WHEREAS it is expedient to provide for the estdiiient and incorporation of thdRKA JAIN
UNIVERSITY at Gamharia,Seraikela-Kharsawan, , Jharkhand pexrint TheArka Educational and
Cultural Trust(The JGI Group) Head Office- 091/2%. N. Krishna Rao Road, V. V. Puram,
Banglore-560004, Regional Head Office- D-28, Damsbade, Opp. Asian Inn Hotel,Dhatkidih, P.S-
Bistupur, Jamshedpur-831001 (Trust/Society) created registered under Registrar of Govt. of
Karnatka, Registration No.-BSG-4-00138-2009-1022tNovember, 2009, and to confer the status of
a Private University thereon and for the mattersneated therewith and incidental thereto;

It is hereby enacted in the Sixty-Eighth year & Republic of India, by the Legislature of Jharkthan
as follows:

(2) Construct administrative building of at least 108§. mtrs., academic building including
library, lecture theatres, laboratories of at 1e4€X000 sg. mtrs., adequate residential
accommodations for teachers, guest houses, hostet$h shall gradually be increased to
accommodate at least 25% of the total student gitieim each course within 3 years of its
coming into existence. In case the University isdiecting professional programmes of study,
prevailing norms and standards of respective statubody shall be applicable. Existing
institutes must undertake expansion/renovatiomiresiring to meet the prescribed norms of
the State Government.
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
