THE SRINATH UNIVERSITY ACT, 2021

(Jharkhand Act- 07, 2021)

Preamble

An Act to provide for the establishment and incaogbion of theSRINATH UNIVERSITY in
the State of Jharkhand, and to confer the statasRsivate University thereon and for matters cotet
therewith and incidental thereto;

WHEREAS it is expedient to provide for the estdiniient and incorporation of tI®RINATH
UNIVERSITY at Saraikela Kharswan, Jharkhand promoted b8andhya Shambhu Educational

Trust, 112, 1* Floor, Ashiana Trade Centre, Adityapur, Jamshedput831013, Registered under Indian

Trust Act, 1882 (Jamshedpur, Jharkhand Registration Re00/5984 dated 19.10.2012) to confer the status
of a Private University thereon and for the mattemsnected therewith and incidental thereto;

It is hereby enacted in the Seventy Twear of the Republic of India, by the Legislatufellbarkhand,
as follows:

1. Short Title, Extent and Commencement.
(1) This Act may be calledThe SRINATH UNIVERSITY Act, 2021".

(z) "Teacher" means a Professor, Associate Prafegssistant Professor or such of the other
person as may be appointed for imparting instraatioconducting research in the University or
in a Constituent College or Institution and inclsdée Principal of a Constituent College or
institution, in conformity with the norms prescribby the University Grants Commission;

(@a) "University Grants Commission" means the Ursig Grants Commission established
under the University Grants commission Act, 1956;

(ab)  "University" means th&RINATH UNIVERSITY , Jharkhand established under this
Act.

(ac) "Vice-Chancellor" means the Vice-Chancellottled University appointed under section
13 of the Act;

(ad) "Visitor" means the Visitor of the Universitgferred to in section 10 of the Act.

body corporate by the name of the University.

The University shall function as non-affiliads University and they shall not affiliate any
other college or institute for the conferment ofgee, diploma and for grant of
certificate to the students admitted therein.

The constituent colleges and institutions bé& tSponsoring Body affiliated to and
enjoying the privileges of any University immedigtbefore the commencement of this
Act shall cease to be affiliated from that Universind shall be deemed to be withdrawn
from such privileges from the date of commencenoénhis Act and shall be deemed to
be admitted to the privileges 8RINATH UNIVERSITY . University of the Sponsoring
Body and all such colleges and institutions shall the constituent colleges and
institutions ofSRINATH UNIVERSITY .

The University shall be a body corporate by ttame SRINATH UNIVERSITY ’ and
will have perpetual succession and common sedl patver, subject to the provisions of
this Act, to acquire and hold property, to contraetl shall, by the said name, sue or be
sued.

The University shall not receive any grantid-or other financial assistance from the
State Government or the Central Government.

Provided that, the State Government or the Ce@oaernment may provide
financial support, including through grants or othise

(@) for research, development and other activitiesafoich other State Government
organizations are provided financial assistance, or
(b) for any specific research or programme basedifctiv
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Properties of the University and its Applicatia.

(2) On the establishment of the University the laardi other movable and immovable
properties acquired, created, arranged, or builtheyUniversity for the purpose of the
University in the State of Jharkhand shall veghmUniversity.

(2) The land, building and other properties acepiifor the University shall not be used for
any purpose other than that for which the sameqsieed.

3) The properties, movable or immovable, of theversity shall be administered by the
Governing Body in such manner as may be provide8ydhe regulations.

4) The properties in the name of the universitger sub-section (1) shall be applied for
meeting the liabilities of the university in theest of dissolution or winding up of the
university in such manner as may be prescribedamnules.

Restrictions and obligations of the University.

Q) The tuition fees for professional courses sastEngineering & Technology, Medicine,
Management, etc., in the university shall be deiteeth by the University under the
supervision of the regulatory body notified by Btate Government from time to time.

(2) Admission in the University shall be strictip the basis of merit. Merit for admission in
the University may be determined either on thesdasimarks or grade obtained in the
qualifying examination and achievements in co-cuter and extra-curricular activities
or on the basis of marks or grade obtained in tiieaece test conducted at State level
either by the University or an association of th@vérsities conducting similar courses
or by any agency of the State Government.

Provided that the admission in professional edanaticolleges or institutions of
the University shall be governed under the prowisiof the Regulatory Bodies.

3) The university shall allow merit scholarshgadt least five percent of the total strength,
to the students belonging to poor and economidaflgkward classes. The relevant
criteria for determining the poor and economicllyckward classes shall be such as may
be determined by the State Government from tinterte.

(4) The university shall compulsorily make proerss for reservation of seats for the
students domiciled in the State of Jharkhand tcettient of at least twenty five percent
of the total students in the university. The reagon of seats shall be regulated by the
laws and orders of the State Government from tiortene.

(5) The University shall make provisions for resgion of non-teaching posts in the
university for the persons domiciled in the Statellvarkhand to the extent of at least
fifty percent of the total number of non-teachingsts of the University. The reservation
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of seats shall be regulated by the laws and orletise State Government from time to

time.

(6) The university shall appoint adequate numideeachers and officers in the University
for maintaining the academic standards specifietlddrall ensure that the qualifications
of such teachers or officers of the university khat be lower than prescribed by the
relevant Regulatory Bodies.

(7 The University shall compulsorily place in tipeiblic domain every information in
relation to the University which would be of inteteto the students and other
stakeholdersnter alia, including the courses offered, number of seadeumifferent
categories, fees and other charges, facilitiesaandnities offered, faculty in place and
such other relevant information.

(8) The Convocations of the University may, fonfaring degrees, diplomas or for any
other purpose, be held in every academic yearamtanner as may be prescribed by the
Statutes.

(9) The University shall obtain accreditation frahe National Council of Assessment and
Accreditation (NAAC) within five years of its estahment and such other regulating
bodies of Government of India which are connectéith whe courses taken up by the
University and inform the State Government aboatdghade provided to the University.
The University shall get renewed such accreditaftiom time to time.

(10) Notwithstanding anything contained in this Atie University shall be bound to comply
the conditions mentioned in Schedule A of this Actd all the rules, regulations, norms,
etc. of the regulating bodies of Government of &ndihd State Government and provide
all such facilities and assistance to such bodesra required by them to discharge their
duties and carry out their functions.

6. Objects of the University.

The objects of the University shall be to disser@nand advance knowledge and skill by
providing instructional, research and extensiotfiagflities and in such branches of learning as alym
deem fit and the University shall endeavour to mtevto students and teachers the necessary
atmosphere and facilities for the promotion of:

(a) Innovations in education leading to restructurirfgcourses, new methods of teaching,
training, and learning including online learninggrded learning, continuing education and
such other modes and integrated and wholesomeagexeht of personality;

(b) Studies in various disciplines;

(c) Inter disciplinary studies;

(d) National integration, secularism and social eqaitg International understanding and ethics.

No person shall be discriminated against or beuebed from any office of the university
or from membership of any of its authorities omiradmission to any course of study leading to
a degree, diploma or other academic distinctionhengrounds of sex, race, creed, class, caste,
place of birth and religious belief or political @ther opinion.

Powers and functions of the University.

(1) To administer and manage the University, establistiminister and manage its
constituent colleges and centres for research,adiduc training, extension and outreach
including continuing education, distance learning a-learning at its campus within the
State of Jharkhand;

(i)  To conduct innovative experiments in educationahmelogies, teaching and learning
methods, to collaborate with national and inteoval institutions and to offer joint
programmes with such institutes to constantly imprthe delivery of education and to
achieve international standards of education;

(iv)  To prescribe courses, curricula and methodolognetuding electronic and distance
learning and provide for flexibility in the deliweof education.

(V) To hold examination and confer degree, diplomgrant certificate and other academic
distinctions or title on persons subject to suchdition as the University may determine
and to withdraw or cancel any such degree, diplomeertificates and other academic
distinction or titles in the manner prescribed g Regulations;

(vi)  toinstitute and award fellowships, scholarshipsdals and prizes;
(vii)  to confer honorary degrees or other distinctionh@manner prescribed by the Statutes;

(vii)  to establish schools, centres, institutes, colkgg conduct the programme and courses
of study as are in the opinion of the Universitgcessary for the furtherance of its
objects;

(ix)  To declare as a constituent college any collegatreginstitution imparting education as
are in the opinion on the University necessarytha furtherance of its objects or to
establish a new constituent college, centre, tutgin for the purpose;
