ABILL FURTHER TOAMEND THE ANDHRA
PRADESH PAYMENT OF SALARIES AND
PENSION AND REMOVAL OF
DISQUALIFICATIONS ACT, 1953.

Be it enacted by the Legislature of the State of Andhra
Pradesh in the Sixty-fifth Year of the Republic of India
as follows:-

B (1) This Act may be called the Andhra
Pradesh Payment of Salaries and Pension and
Removal of Disqualifications (Amendment) Act, 2014.

(2) It shall come into force on such date as the
State Government may, by notification, appoint.

2. In the Andhra Pradesh Payment of Salaries and
Pension and Removal of Disqualifications Act, 1953, (herein
after referred to as the principal Act), in section 3, for sub-
section (2), the following shall be substituted, namely:-

“(2). The Chief Minister, the Deputy Chief Minister, ifany and
other Ministers and the Deputy Ministers shall each be entitled
without payment of rent to the use of a furnished residence
provided by the State Government throughout his term of
office and for a period of fifteen days immediately thereafter:

Provided that the rent payable on the hired
accommodation provided by the State Government shall not
exceed" rupees seventy five thousand only per mensum:

Provided further that where any such Minister, or Deputy
Minister does not use the residence provided by the State
Government under this sub-section but desires to reside in
any building of his choice, including his own building, he shall
be paid a house rent allowance of rupees seventy five
thousand only per mensum:

Provided also that where any such Minister or Deputy
Minister resides in any hired accommodation provided by
the State Government or in any building of his choice not
provided by the State Government or in his own building, he-
shall be paid a camp office allowance of rupees five thousand
only per mensum.” .

3. In the principal Act, in section 3-A, in sub-section (1),

of Section 3-A  for clause (b), the following shall be substituted, namely:-
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“(b). The Chief Whip and the Whip in the Assembly and
the Chief Whip and the Whip in the Council shall each be
entitled, without payment of rent, to the use of a furnished
residence provided by the State Government, throughout
the term of their respective offices and for a period of fifteen
days immediately thereafter:

Provided that the rent payable on the hired
accommodation provided by the State Government shall
not exceed rupees seventy five thousand only per mensum:

Provided further that where the Chief Whip or the
Whip in the Assembly and the Chief Whip or the Whip in
the Council does not use the residence provided by the
State Government under this clause, but desires to reside
in any building of his choice, including his own building, he
shall be paid a house rent allowance of rupees seventy
five thousand only per mensum:

Provided also that where such Chief Whip or the Whip
in the Assembly and the Chief Whip or the Whip in the
Council resides in any hired accommodation provided by
the State Government or in any building of his choice not
provided by the State Government or in his own building,
he shall be paid a camp office allowance of rupees five
thousand only per mensum.”.

4. In the principal Act, in section 4, for sub-section (2), the
following shail be substituted, namely:-

“(2). The Speaker and the Deputy Speaker, the Chairman
and the Deputy Chairman shall each be entitled without
payment of rent to the use of a furnished residence
provided by the State Government, throughout the term of
his office and for a period of fifteen days immediately
thereafter:

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Provided that the rent payable on the hired
accommodation provided by the State Government shall
not exceed rupees seventy five thousand only per mensum:

Speaker or the Chairman or the Deputy Chairman does
not use the residence provided by the State Government
under this sub-section, but desires to reside in any building
of his choice, including his own building, he shall be paid a
house rent allowance of rupees seventy five thousand only
per mensum:

Provided also that where such Speaker or the Deputy
Speaker or the Chairman or the Deputy Chairman in any
hired accommodation provided by the State Government
or in any building of his choice not provided by the State
Government or in his own building, he shall be paid a camp

office allowance of rupees five thousand only per
mensum.” .
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STATEMENT OF OBJECTS AND REASONS

According to the first proviso to sub-section (2) of section 3 of the
Andhra Pradesh Payment of Salaries and Pension and Removal of
Disqualifications Act, 1953, the maximum rent payable on the hired
accommodation and provided by the State Government to the Chief
Minister, the Deputy Chief Minister, if any, and other each of the Ministers
including Deputy Minister is rupees fifty thousand per mensum. If any of
them reside in any building of their choice, without using the residence
provided by the State Government under the second proviso thereunder,
a house rent allowance, subject to a maximum of rupees fifty thousand
only per mensum is payable.

Similarly, the dignitaries holding their offices under sections 3A
and 4 of the said Act are also being paid the House Rent Allowance at
the rate of rupees fifty thousand only per mensum.

Keeping in view the general increase in the house rent and house
rent compensation, Government have decided to enhance the maximum
ceiling limit on the rent payable on hired accommodation provided to
the holders of the said offices from rupees fifty thousand to rupees
seventy five thousand only per mensum.

As per the second proviso to sub-section(2) of section 3, a Minister
or Deputy Minister, who does not use the residence provided by the
State Government but desires to reside in any building of his choice,
other than his own building, he shall be paid a house rent allowance of
an amount equal to one and a half of times the reasonable rent or the
fair rent, calculated in respect of such building in the manner provided
under the Andhra Pradesh Buildings (Lease, Rent and Eviction) Control
Act, 1960 subject to a maximum of rupees thirty thousand per mensum.

Now it has been decided to enable the Minister or Deputy Minister
who desires to reside in his own building besides in any building of his
choice and also to dispense with the requirements of the fair rent to be
calculated in respect of such building in the manner prescribed under
the Andhra Pradesh Buildings (Lease, Rent and Eviction) Control Act,
1960 and to fix rupees seventy five thousand only to each of them per
mensum, as in case of Chief Minister, Deputy Chief Minister.
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Similar provisions in respect of the Chief Whip or Whip in the
Assembly and Chief Whip or Whip in the Council under section 3-A of
the Act and in respect of the Speaker or the Deputy Speaker or the
Chairman or the Deputy Chairman under section 4 of the Act are also
proposed to be amended similarly.

This Bill seeks to give effect to the above decisions.

All such notifications issued, which are intended to cover matters
mostly of procedural in nature are to be laid on the table of the both
Houses of the State Legislature and will be subject to any modifications
made by the Legislature.

The above provision of the Bill regarding delegated legislation is
thus of normal type and mainly intended to cover matters of procedure.
