“(5) The headquarters of the University shall be located at such a place as
determined by the Government within the limits of Kadapa District.”.

In the Principal Act, for Section 29, the following shall be substituted, namely,-

“29. The Colleges of Architecture and Fine Arts which were affiliated to or
recognized by the Jawaharlal Nehru Architecture and Fine Arts University,
Hyderabad at the time of bifurcation of the State and affiliated to the concerned
University in the State of Andhra Pradesh subsequent to bifurcation shall be
disaffiliated from the concemned University and shall be deemed to be affiliated
to or recognized by Dr.YSR Architecture and Fine Arts University.”.

In the Principal Act, for section 44, the following shall be substituted, namely,-

“44. Any student studying in any college, in any course under Jawaharlal
Nehru Architecture and Fine arts University shall be given an option to transfer
to the Dr. YSR Architecture and Fine Arts University within such time as the
University may determine upon its functioning provided the said courses are
available in the University.

Provided that the student availing transfer shall be governed by the syllabi,

curricula and the scheme for the conduct of examination and the conferment of
degree, diploma or certificate, as the case may be, applicable to student under

Dr.YSR Architecture and Fine Arts University.”.

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STATEMENT OF OBJECTS AND REASONS

Under the special policy of providing a systematic and specialized education in Arts and
Architecture, “Jawaharlal Nehru Architecture and Fihe Arts University (JNAFAU)” was
established in Hyderabad. The School of Planning and Architecture, Hyderabad and College of Fine
Arts, Hyderabad are the Constituent Colleges of Jawaharlal Nehru Technological University (JNTU),
Hyderabad.

Jawaharlal Nehru Architecture and Fine Arts University, Hyderabad is under X Schedule of
A.P. Reorganization Act, 2014 and not yet bifurcated. The Government decided to establish “Dr.YSR

Architecture and Fine Art University in Kadapa District”

The University proposes TWO Constituent Colleges i.e., School of Planning and Architecture
and College of Fine Arts within the same Campus with 5 departments under each College. The
School of Planning and Architecture will have Architecture, Town Planning, Interior Design, Digital
Technologies and Building technologies Departments and Coliege of Fine Arts will have Photography
& Visual Communication, Painting, Applied Art, Sculpture and Animation Departments.

The University will offer Architecture and Fine Arts courses both at Undergraduate,

Postgraduate and Doctoral levels.

The proposed University will provide high quality education and placement of students in
jobs as is prevalent in Jawaharlal Nehru Architecture and Fine Arts University, Hyderabad. The

University will also bring industry interface to carry out industry driven quality research and innovation.

This Bill seeks to give the above effect.
