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5. (1) If any difficulty arises in giving effect to the provisions of this Act,
the Government may, by order published in the Andhra Pradesh Gazette,
make provisions not inconsistent with the provisions of this Act, as appear
to it to be necessary or expedient for removing the difficulty:

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STATEMENT OF OBJECTS AND REASONS

Sub-clause (¢) of clause 6 and sub-clause (a) of clause 8 of the
University Grants Commission Guidelines, 2006 provide that the cadre or unit -
for determining reservation roster points in teaching posts in Central Universities
should be the University or College and not the Department or subject. However,
the said clauses were quashed by the High Court of Allahabad vide W.P. 43260
of 2016 dated the 7th April, 2017 and the said judgment was upheld by the
Supreme Court. The Supreme Court took a stand that cadres cannot be combined
for the purpose of reservation. Further, the Hon’ble High Court of Andhra
Pradesh in WP NO. 23770 of 2017 and other batch cases has struck down Point.
No (2) of G.0.Ms.N0.995 Education Department -dated 16.12.1982 which
directed that the reservation in the Teaching Posts should be made by grouping
the faculties in three groups as mentioned in the said GO.

As aresult, all consequential proceeding to the recruitment notifications
issued by 14 State Universities during the year 2017-18 in pursuance of G.O.
Ms. Nos 28 to 42 dated 30.06.2017, were set aside and the process of recruitment
in the State had come to complete standstill, thus adversely impacting the teaching

process and academic standards.

In view of the urgency to fill up the existing vacant posts in the State
Universities and to protect the interests of the Scheduled Castes, the Scheduled
Tribes and the socially and educationally backward classes, it has become
necessary to enact a legislation in the matter on the similar lines of the Central
Educational Institutions (Reservation in Teachers’ Cadre) Act, 2019 (Central
Act No. 10 of 2019). :

The 'obj ective of the Bill is to treat Uhiversity, Commissionerate of
Collegiate Educlation, and any other Head of Department (HoD) administrating
‘the colleges imparting higher education as single unit for the purpose of
reservation of posts in direct recruitment in Teachers’ Cadre and the reservation
will be applicable to all categories of posts for which direct recrultment is
made i.e. Assistant Professor Associate Professor and Professors.

This Bill seeks to give effect to the above objectives.
