(3} The university shall not commence first enrolment of
students without specific authorization of the Government. In no case.
the application for authorization be kept pending beyond 120 days,
whereafter it shall be deemed to have the concurrence of the
Government to start the course or programme of study,

34B. Power to cancel a course.— The Government may if it
is satisfied that the university is not in a position to efficiently
discharge the duties and obligations imposed, it may, after making
such inguiry, as may be specified by bye-laws, cancel the permission
to continue the course or programme of study.

34C. Compulsory disclosure of information.-— {1) Every
university established under this Act shall publish before expiry of
sixty days prior to the date of the commencement of admission to any
of its courses or programme of study, a prospectus containing the
following information. namely:—

(a) each component of the fee. deposits and other charges
payable by the students for pursuing a course or programme
of study. and the other terms and conditions of such
payment;

{b) the percentage of tuition fee and other charges refundabte to
a student in case such student withdraws from university
before or after completion of course or programme of study
and the time within, and the manner. in which such refund
shall be made:

{(c) the number of seats approved by the statutory authority in
respect of cach course or programme of study for the
academic year for which admission is proposed to be made;

{d} the conditions of elipibility for admission in a particutar
course or programme of study;

{e)  the educational qualifications specified by the university
where no such qualifying standards have been specitied by
any regulating body:

N the process of admission and selection of candidates.
including all relevant information with regard to the details
of test or examination for selecting such candidates for
admission to each course or programme of study and the
amount of fee to be paid for the admission test;

(g) details of the teaching faculty, including therein the
educational qualifications. teaching experience and
indicating therein whether such member is a regular facility
member or is a visiting member;

(h) information with regard to physical and academic
infrastructure  and other facilities including hostel
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information. ",

(4) After considering the reply to the show cause notice, the
Government shall have the power to impose penalty under the Act.”.

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STATEMENT OF OBJECTS AND REASONS

There 1s a need for creation and expansion of educational institutions for improving
opportunities of higher education for the youth of the State. In order to accommodate the
unprecedented growth of students in higher education, we need to double the number of
institutions at all levels by 2020. The Government intervention and initiatives alone would not be
adequate to meet the growing demands of higher education. Private Sector is an important player
in providing higher education. For encouraging the persons/sponsoring bodies with rich experience
of running educational institutions “The Haryana Private Universities Act, 2006™ has been enacted
by the Government under which Private Universities are created.

Even though the Private Universitics established il date have shown promise to be
emerged as Centres of Excellence in academic spheres, it has been felt that there is a requirement
to introduce some new provisions for quality improvement and amend some existing one 1o match
the contemporary needs of higher learning.

Taking cognizance of the Judgement of Hon'ble Supreme Court in Prof. Yashpal versus
State of Chattisgarh, the provisions such as Study Centres. Off Campus and Off Shore Campus
have been omitted. Further it has been decided not to allow distance mode of education in Private
Universities.

Although the Private Universities set up so far have been providing education in multi
disciplines, it has been made mandatory for a Private University to offer minimum three faculties
providing instructions upto the level of Ph. D. However this condition will not be applicable on a
Private Health University.

Further provisions like prevention of ragging, objectivity and transparency in the
recruitment of teachers with prescribed qualifications, increasing endowment fund to Rs. Five
Crores and its usage by the Government in case a University is dissolved, authorization to
commence a course and withdrawal of such a permission, compulsory disclosure of information by
a university and powers of Government to assess a University for ascertaining the standards of
teaching, examination and research or any other matter relating to the University and imposition of
penalties upon the University for misinformation, maladministration and for not maintaining
standards, power of the Government to make bye-laws for private universities are some of the
major additions to the Act.

Further existing provision of fec concession to the students of Haryana domicile has been
made more explicit so that no room is left to ambiguity and all students under Haryana domicile
calcgory get fee concession as per prescribed procedure. And provisions where some abbreviations
were wrongly used have been corrected.

Further for achieving the objectives cnshrined in the Act, proposals have been formulated
for setting up Baba Mast Nath University in District Rohtak, MVN University in District Palwal
and Ansal University in District Gurgaon.
