THE FACTORIES (HARYANA AMENDMENT) BILL, 2018 

A 

BILL 

further to amend the Factories Act, 1948, in its application to the State of Haryana. 

Be it enacted by the Legislature of the State of Haryana in the Sixty-ninth Year of the 
Republic of India as follows:- 

1. This Act may be called the Factories (Haryana Amendment) Act, 2018. Short title. 

2. In clause (m) of section (2) of the Factories Act, 1948 (hereinafter called the principal 
Act),-  

(i) in sub-clause (i), for the word “ten”, the word “twenty” shall be substituted; and  

(ii) in sub-clause (ii), for the word “twenty”, the word “forty” shall be substituted.

3.    In clause (iv) of sub-section (3) of section 65 of the principal Act, for the words and sign 
“seventy-five”, the words “one hundred and fifteen” shall be substituted.

4.    In clause (b) of sub-section (1) of section 66 of the principal Act, for the existing proviso, 
the following proviso shall be substituted, namely:- 

 “Provided that the State Government may, by notification in the Official Gazette, in 
respect of any factory which provides such adequate safety and security measures or safeguards, 
as may be prescribed apply for such exemption, allow the women to work in factory between the 
hours of 7:00 PM to 6:00 AM.”.

5.    In clause (i) of sub-section (1) of section 85 of the principal Act, for the words “ten” and 
“twenty”, the words “twenty” and “forty” shall respectively be substituted.

6.    For sub-section (1) of section 105 of the principal Act, the following sub-section shall be 
substituted, namely:- 

“(1) No Court shall take cognizance of any offence under this Act except on a 
complaint by an Inspector with the previous sanction in writing of the Chief Inspector.”.

7.    After section 106A of the principal Act, the following section shall be inserted, namely:- 

“106B. Compounding of offences.- (1) The offences specified in the Fourth 
Schedule, if committed for the first time, may be compounded before the institution of 
the prosecution by such officer and for such amount, as may be notified by the State 
Government in the Official Gazette. The amount of fine shall not exceed the fine 
prescribed under section 92. 

(2) Where an offence has been compounded under sub-section (1), no further 
proceedings shall be taken against the occupier in respect of such offence.”.

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STATEMENT OF OBJECTS AND REASONS 

The Factories Act was enacted in 1948. Its main objective is to ensure the adequate Safety, Health and 
Welfare of the workers employed in factories. 

In the present scenario of Haryana, small scale industries employing less than 20 numbers of workers engaged 
in manufacturing process with the aid of power (electric power) and 40 numbers of workers without the aid of power, 
feel uncomfortable to fulfil and comply with the provisions of the Factories Act, 1948. These small scale industries 
are not able to work efficiently due to various constraints such as labour laws, finance, skilled man power technology 
etc. In order to release the burden of these small scale industries, the factories having less number of workers may be 
exempted from the preview of the Factories Act, 1948. It is proposed that the factory having 20 numbers of workers 
with aid of power and 40 numbers of workers without the aid of power may be exempted from the definition of 
Factories Act, 1948. For this purpose the amendment in the definition of the factory under sections 2(m)(i) & 2(m)(ii) 
of the Factories Act, 1948 are required. 

The orders for supplying the goods are time bound and the factories are to supply the required goods well 
before the targeted time and it is the need of the hour to increase the overtime working hours of the factories so that 
the factories may achieve their targets and fulfil the orders within specified time frame and therefore it is proposed to 
amend the clause (iv) of sub-section 3 of section 65 of the Factories Act, 1948. 

The Section 66(1) (b) specify the restrictions on employment of women workers during night shift in the 
factories. It is discriminatory to women on sole ground of sex and interfered with the fundamental rights of the 
women to carry out their fundamental right to practice any profession or to carry on any occupation, trade or 
business. Therefore,In the light of “Right of Equality” provided by the Constitution of India, it is proposed to amend 
the clause (b) of sub-section 1 of section 66 of the Factories Act, 1948 to allow employ women workers in the 
factories during night shift i.e. 7.00 P.M. to 6.00 A.M. 

For the cognizance of any offence punishable under the Act, the Occupier or Manager of the factory has to 
appear before the Court of law for the offences mentioned in the complaint. On pleading guilty, Court imposes 
penalty on the facts and circumstances of the case. New factories which are not aware of the bylaws of Factories Act, 
1948 and Rules framed thereunder got penalized under section 92 of Factories Act, 1948. Under this section the 
provision of imprisonment for a term which may be extended upto two years or with a fine which may be extended to 
rupees one lac or with both and if a contravention is continued after conviction the fine may be extended to one 
thousand rupees for each day on which the contravention of the offence is so continued. The court proceedings are 
time consuming and expensive. In order to reduce the litigations and to provide the relief to the factories who have 
committed the offence for the first time in certain provisions may be given opportunity for compounding their 
offences at Department level instead of going to Court. For these purposes, it is proposed to compound in respect of 
offences specified in the Fourth Schedule to the bill which relates to Compounding of certain offences, amendments / 
insertion under section 105 & 106B of the Factories Act, 1948 are required. 

Thus in the view of above and to achieve the object of ease of doing business it has become essential to carry 
out the above necessary amendments.
