STATEMENT OF OBJECTS AND REASONS

State Election Commissioner, Haryana vide their D.O. letter dated 31.05.2017 intimated that under
Article 243ZA (1) of the Constitution of India and Section 9(1) of the Haryana Municipal Corporation Act,
1994, it has been provided that the Superintendents, direction and control of the preparation of electoral rolls
for, and the conduct of, all elections to the Municipalities shall be vested in the State Election Commission,
whereas the elections of the Mayor in the Municipal Corporations are being conducted by the Government
which are contrary to the provisions of the Constitution of India and the Haryana Municipal Corporation
Act, 1994.

Further, it has also been intimated that in view of the provisions available in the Constitution of India and
Acts of the relevant States, the States like Madhya Pradesh, Uttrakhand, U.P., Chattisgarh and Jharkhand
conducts the elections of the Chairpersons like Mayor of the Municipal Corporations, directly by the eligible
voters. To make the democracy stronger at grass root level, the State Election Commission has
recommended that the elections of the seats of Mayor in the Municipal Corporations should be conducted
directly by the eligible voters under the supervision, direction and control of the State Election Commission.
At present, there are 10 Municipal Corporations in the State of Haryana which have been constituted from
time to time as per population criteria of three lakh and above. Elections of five Corporations namely
Rohtak, Hissar, Panipat, Karnal and Yamuna Nagar are to be conducted very shortly. Therefore, keeping in
view of the recommendation of State Election Commission, it is proposed that the matter may be considered
to conduct the elections of Mayor of Municipal Corporations in the State of Haryana directrly by the eligible
voters under the supervision, direction and control of the State Election Commission for which necessary
amendment may be made in the Haryana Municipal Corporation Act, 1994,

Local Bodies are required to be made self-reiant and strengthened in the democratic era, for which
Government had constituted Municipal Corporation, Sonepat vide its notification no. 18/82/2015-3C1, dated
06.07.2015. Elections to the newly constituted Municipal Corporation, Sonepat are required to be held
within a period for “three years and three months”, as per the provisons contained in sub-section 4 of Section
4 of the Haryana Municipal Corporation Act, 1994, which was enforeced w.e.f. 10.10.2008.

As per above said proviso, election to the newly constituted Municipal Corporation, sonepat are required to
be conducted by 06.10.2018 but on the demands of inhabitants of such area, some alterations have been
made in the limits of this Corporation, due to which wardbandi process of this Corporation has to be started
afresh. After that for conducting the elections of this Corporation, publication of electoral rolls has also to
be done by the State Election Commission, Haryana, due to the reasons it will not be possible to conduct the
elections of this Corporation before 06.10.2018.

Therefore, State Election Commission, Haryana requires more time for conducting the elections, for which
an amendment is proposed in the sub-section-4 of Section-4 of the Haryana Municipal Corporation Act,
1994. As per the proposed amendment, election to the newly constituted Municipal Corporation shall be held
within a period of “four years” instead of “three years and three months” from their constitution.

The Punjab New Capital (periphery) Control Act, 1952 was notified to Control and Regulate the Periphery
of the New Capital of the State of Punjab. This Act was earlier administered by Town and Country Planning
Department for the Haryana Portion of the Periphery Controlled Area. The said Department also prepared
Development Plans for various Urbanizable zones falling in Periphery areas i.e interim master plan of
Panchkula, extension of Development Plan, Panchkula, Development Plan of Shri Mata Mansa Devi Urban
Complex, Development Plan of Kalka- Pinjore Urban Complex 2025 AD.

As per the provision of Section 15, the said Act is not applicable in the limits of local authority. The relevant
provision is reproduce as under:

Section 15. Nothing in this Act shall apply to-

“(e) any area falling within the limits of the local authority, which the State Government may notify.”

At Present, most of the periphery control area falling in the State of Haryana falls within the limits of
Municipal Corporation, Panchkula, hence, the Town & Country Planning Department is not able to regulate
the construction within the periphery control area.

It is, further, submitted that as per the orders passed by the Hon’ble Punjab and Haryana High Court on
23.8.2012 in the Civil Writ Petition No. 17048 of 2007 titled as Rajat Kuchhal Vs. State of Haryana and
others, all the powers and functions in respect of the Controlled Areas falling within Municipal Limits are
being exercised by the Urban Local Bodies Department. Hence, necessary amendments have been carried
out in the Haryana Municipal Corporation Act, 1994 so that the various controlled Areas in the state declared
by the Town & Country Planning Department under the provisions of the Punjab Scheduled Roads and
Controlled Areas Restrictions of Un-regulated Development Act, 1963 in respect of the area falling within
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Municipal Corporation Limits are deemed to be the Controlled Areas under the Haryana Municipal
Corporation Act, 1994. In view of the above said judgment of the Punjab and Haryana High Court the Town
& Country Planning Department is not able to exercise the powers within the Periphery Controlled Area
falling within the limits of Municipal Corporation, Panchkula.

11. The similar amendment is proposed in Section 346 of the Haryana Municipal Corporation Act, 1994 so that
the controlled areas declared under the Punjab New Capital (periphery) Control Act, 1952 may also be
implemented by the Urban Local Bodies Department. After, this amendment, the Urban Local Bodies
Department shall be able to regulate the Development in the Controlled Areas declared under Periphery
Controlled Act as per the Development Plans published by the Town & Country Planning Department.
