THE HARYANA PROHIBITION OF CHANGE OF PUBLIC UTILITIES BILL, 2022
A
BILL

to prohibit disturbing or changing of public utility and claiming such land to the exclusion

of public rights and use in the State of Haryana and for matter connected therewith or incidental
thereto.

Be it enacted by the Legislature of the State of Haryana in the Seventy-third Year of the
Republic of India as follows:-

1. (1)  This Act may be called the Haryana Prohibition of Change of Public Utilities Act, 2022.

(2) It shall come into force on such date, as the State Government may, by notification
in the Official Gazette, appoint.

(3) It shall be applicable in respect of public utilities which are in existence for twenty
years or more as on the appointed day.

2. In this Act, unless the context otherwise requires,-

(a)  “Collector” means the Collector of a revenue district and includes the Deputy
Commissioner or any other officer specially designated by the State Government to
perform the functions of a Collector under this Act;

(b)  “Commissioner” means the Divisional Commissioner of a revenue division and
includes any other officer specially designated by the State Government to perform
the functions of a Commissioner under this Act;

(¢)  “Financial Commissioner” means an officer appointed by the State Government
and includes any other officer specially designated by the State Government to
perform the functions of a Financial Commissioner under this Act;

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(d) “public utility” includes roads, paths, canals, drains, embankment, any structure,
water/irrigation channels, public health works, public institutions, building and any
other facility which is used or has been used by the public or for the public benefit,
whether on payment of charges or otherwise by the State Government, which exists
on any land of any individual, company, society, partnership firm, trust etc;

(e)  “State Government” means the Government of the State of Haryana in the
administrative department.

3. (1)  Notwithstanding anything to the contrary contained in any law, instrument, custom,
usage, judgment, decree or order of any Court or other authority, no person including individual,
company, society, partnership firm, trust etc. shall be entitled to disturb, change or demolish any
public utility over any land of any private person, individual, company, society, partnership firm,
trust etc. to the detriment of the public interest or use, which are or were in public use or in
existence for the benefit of public, nor any such person shall claim such public utility to the
exclusion of the rights and benefits of the public.

(2)  If any person disturbs, changes, demolishes or obstructs any public utility then the
Collector either suo moto or on receiving information on such interference in the public utility may
direct the restoration of such public utility to its original condition after providing an opportunity of
being heard and may recover the cost incurred in respect of such restoration as arrears of land
revenue from such person.

(3)  Any person aggrieved by the order passed by the Collector under sub-section (2),
may file an appeal before the Commissioner within thirty days of the date of the order.

(4)  Any person aggrieved by an order of the Commissioner under sub-section (3), may
file a revision petition before the Financial Commissioner within thirty days from the date of the
order. The order of the Financial Commissioner shall be final.

4. Whoever violates the provisions of section 3, shall be punishable with the imprisonment for
a term upto six months or with a fine which shall not be less than two thousand rupees and more
than ten thousand rupees or both.

S. No person shall be entitled to claim any damages or compensation in lieu of prohibition or
restrictions contained in this Act.

6. The Collector shall cause to enter or prepare record of such public utility and public rights
by giving note of such public utility in the record of rights in appropriate column of such record.

7. No Civil Court shall have the jurisdiction to entertain any suit relating to matters falling
under this Act or the rules made thereunder.

8. (1)  If any difficulty arises in giving effect to the provisions of this Act, the State
Government may, by order published in the Official Gazette, make provisions, not inconsistent
with the provisions of this Act, as appear to it to be necessary or expedient, for removing the
difficulty:
Provided that no such order shall be made after the expiry of two years from the

appointed day.

(2)  Every order made under this section shall, as soon as may be after it is made, be laid
before the State Legislature.

9. No suit, prosecution or other legal proceedings shall lie against any officer or employee of
the State Government for anything which is in good faith done or intended to be done under this
Act or rules made thereunder.

10. (1) The State Government may, by notification in the Official Gazette, make rules for
carrying out the provisions of this Act.

(2)  Every rule made under this Act shall be laid, as soon as may be, after it is made,
before the House of the State Legislature, while it is in session.
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STATEMENT OF OBJECTS AND REASONS

Over a period of time, public utilities in the form of roads, path, canals, drains, embankment, any structure,
water/irrigation channels, Public Health works, public institutions, buildings etc. have come up on the lands
belonging to individuals/entities. This was due to generosity of the individuals in the form of oral agreement or oral
gifts etc. for enhancing the potential and value of the land, as also creating a potential of its use. Ultimately, this has
benefitted the individuals in particular and the public at large, besides ensuring harmonious development of the State
in general. Even individuals had themselves allowed the public use of land without any objection for a long period
and they have acquiesced in the use of land as public utility land and further, they by their act and conduct allowed
such land to become public utility land involving the rights and interest of the public in general. In such
circumstances, keeping in view the public interest, the Government or concerned authorities, have spent public money
to maintain and develop such public utilities for the benefit of the public as well as such persons or individuals who
allowed the use of their land as public utility. However, with the passage of time and enhancement in the value of
lands, individuals entities have started either disturbing such public utility by seeking the restoration of the land or by
claiming their rights in the land to the exclusion of aforesaid public rights of public utility or the detriment of the
public interest. Even some of such public utilities are existing before Reorganization Act and there are practical
problems to trace the origin of public utility. The State Government due to all this, is facing enormous difficulties in
terms of disruption of road connectivity, water supply and various other administrative problems and such disruptions
and disturbance of public utility involve huge financial loss of public money as well as various difficulties to the
public in general. Therefore, in public interest, it is necessary to bring law in this regard.
