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STATEMENT OF OBJECTS AND REASONS

The Seeds Act, 1966 (54 of 1966) is enacted to provide for regulating the
quality of certain seeds for sale, and for matters connected therewith. Section
7 of the said Act prohibits sale and supply of any adulterated, non-standard
and misbranded seeds of any notified kind or variety by any person.

2. Section 19 of the said Act provides for punishment for contravention
of any provision of the Act or any rule made thereunder. Under section 19
punishment for first offence is fine, which may extend to five hundred rupees
and for second offence is imprisonment for a term which may extend to six
months or with fine which may extend to one thousand rupees, or with both.
This punishment is very lenient.

3. Many dealers and sellers of seeds take disadvantage of this lenient
penal provision, for making quick money by producing and selling
adulterated, non-standard or misbranded seeds. Such sale causes financial
loss to the farmers. To deter such dealers and sellers, the Government of
Maharashtra considers it expedient to insert a new section in the Seeds Act,
1966, in its application to the State of Maharashtra, to provide for stringent
punishment for sale or supply of adulterated, non-standard or misbranded
seeds and to make such offence cognizable and non-bailable.

4. The Bill seeks to achieve the above objectives.
