further to amend the Rajasthan Civil Courts Ordinance, 1950.

Be it enacted by the Rajasthan State Legislature in the
Sixty-fifth Year of the Republic of India, as follows:-

1. Short title and commencement.- (1) This Act may be
called the Rajasthan Civil Courts (Amendment) Act, 2014.

(2) It shall come into force at once.

2. Amendment of section 5, Rajasthan Ordinance No. 7
of 1950.- In section 5 of the Rajasthan Civil Courts Ordinance,
1950 (Ordinance No. 7 of 1950), hereinafter referred to as the
principal Ordinance,-

(1) in sub-section (2), for the existing expression
" “Court of Civil Judge/Additional Civil Judge
(Senior Division)” and to “Civil Judge/Additional
Civil Judge (Senior Division)” ", the expression
" “Court of the Senior Civil Judge/Additional
Senior Civil Judge” and to “Civil Judge/Additional
Civil Judge” " shall be substituted; and

(i1) in sub-section (3), for the existing expression
" “Court of the Civil Judge/Additional Civil Judge
(Senior Division)” or the “Civil Judge/Additional
Civil Judge (Senior Division)” and the “Court of the
Civil Judge/Additional Civil Judge (Junior
Division)” or the “Civil Judge/Additional Civil
Judge (Junior Division)” ", the expression " “Court
of the Senior Civil Judge/Additional Senior Civil
Judge” or the “Senior Civil Judge/Additional Senior
Civil Judge” and the “Court of the Civil Judge/
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Additional Civil Judge” or the “Civil Judge/
Additional Civil Judge” " shall be substituted.

3. Amendment of section 6, Rajasthan Ordinance No. 7
of 1950.- In section 6 of the principal Ordinance, for the existing
clauses (3) and (4) of section 6, the following shall be substituted,
namely:-

“(3) the Court of the Senior Civil Judge/Additional
Senior Civil Judge; and

(4) the Court of the Civil Judge/Additional Civil
Judge.”.

4. Amendment of section 7, Rajasthan Ordinance No. 7
of 1950.- In section 7 of the principal Ordinance, for the existing
expressions “Civil Judge (Senior Division)” or “Civil Judges
(Senior Division)” and “Civil Judge (Junior Division)” or “Civil
Judges (Junior Division) ”,wherever occurring in sub-sections (2),
(3) and (4), the expressions “Senior Civil Judge” or “Senior Civil
Judges” and “Civil Judge” or “Civil Judges” shall be substituted
respectively.

5. Amendment of section 11, Rajasthan Ordinance
No. 7 of 1950.- In section 11 of the principal Ordinance, for the
existing expression “Civil Judge (Senior Division)”, wherever
occurring in sub-sections (1) and (2), the expression “Senior Civil
Judge” shall be substituted.

6. Amendment of section 12, Rajasthan Ordinance
No. 7 of 1950.- In the marginal heading of section 12 of the
principal Ordinance and in sub-sections (1) and (2) thereof, for the
existing expressions “Civil Judges (Senior Division)” and “Civil
Judges (Junior Division)”, wherever occurring, the expressions
“Senior Civil Judges” and “Civil Judges” shall be substituted
respectively.

7. Amendment of section 12-A, Rajasthan Ordinance
No. 7 of 1950.- In the marginal heading of section 12-A of the
principal Ordinance and in sub-sections (1) and (2) thereof, for the
existing expressions “Civil Judge (Senior Division)” or “Civil
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Judges (Senior Division)”, “Additional Civil Judge (Senior
Division)” or “Additional Civil Judges (Senior Division)” and
“Civil Judge (Junior Division)” or “Civil Judges (Junior
Division)”, wherever occurring, the expressions “Senior Civil
Judge” or “Senior Civil Judges”, “Additional Senior Civil Judge”
or “Additional Senior Civil Judges” and “Civil Judge” or “Civil
Judges” shall be substituted respectively.

8. Amendment of section 13, Rajasthan Ordinance
No. 7 of 1950.- In the marginal heading of section 13 of the
principal Ordinance and in section itself, for the existing
expression “Civil Judges (Senior Division) and Civil Judges
(Junior Division)”, wherever occurring, the expression “Senior
Civil Judges and Civil Judges” shall be substituted.

9. Amendment of section 14, Rajasthan Ordinance
No. 7 of 1950.- In the marginal heading of section 14 of the
principal Ordinance and in sub-sections (1), (3) and (4) thereof, for
the existing expressions “Civil Judge (Senior Division)” and “Civil
Judge (Junior Division)”, wherever occurring, the expressions
“Senior Civil Judge” and “Civil Judge” shall be substituted.

10. Amendment of section 19, Rajasthan Ordinance
No. 7 of 1950.- For the existing section 19 of the principal
Ordinance, the following shall be substituted, namely:-

“19. Jurisdiction of other Civil Courts.- (1) Subject

as aforesaid.,-

(1) the Court of a Senior Civil Judge shall have
jurisdiction to hear and determine any suit or
original proceedings of a civil nature of
which the value does not exceed five lakh
rupees, and

(i) the Court of a Civil Judge shall have
jurisdiction to hear and determine any suit or
original proceedings of which the value does
not exceed two lakh rupees.
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(2) Notwithstanding anything contained in sub-
section (1), the suits or proceedings already instituted on
the date of commencement of the Rajasthan Civil Courts
(Amendment) Act, 2014 (Act No. .... of 2014) may be
heard and determined by the same court wherein such suit
or proceeding has been instituted.”.

11. Amendment of section 21, Rajasthan Ordinance No.
7 of 1950.- In section 21 of the principal Ordinance,-

(1) in the marginal heading, for the existing expression
“Civil Judges (Senior Division) and Civil Judges
(Junior Division)”, the expression “Senior Civil
Judges and Civil Judges” shall be substituted;

(i1) in sub-section (1), for the existing expressions
“Civil Judge (Senior Division)” and “fifty thousand
rupees”, the expressions “Senior Civil Judge” and
“five lakh rupees” shall be substituted; and

(iii) in sub-sections (2) and (4), for the existing
expressions “Civil Judge (Junior Division)” and
“Civil Judge (Senior Division)”, wherever occurring,
the expressions “Civil Judge” and “Senior Civil
Judge” shall be substituted respectively.

12. Amendment of section 22, Rajasthan Ordinance
No. 7 of 1950.- In the marginal heading of section 22 of the
principal Ordinance and in sub-section (1) thereof, for the existing
expressions “Civil Judge (Senior Division)” or “Civil Judges
(Senior Division)” and “Civil Judges (Junior Division)”, wherever
occurring, the expressions “Senior Civil Judge” or “Senior Civil
Judges” and “Civil Judges” shall be substituted respectively.

13. Amendment of section 23, Rajasthan Ordinance
No. 7 of 1950.- In the marginal heading of section 23 of the
principal Ordinance and in sub-sections (1), (3) and (4) thereof, for
the existing expression “Civil Judge (Senior Division)”, wherever
occurring, the expression “Senior Civil Judge” shall be substituted.
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14. Amendment of section 24, Rajasthan Ordinance
No. 7 of 1950.- In the marginal heading of section 24 of the
principal Ordinance and in the section itself, for the existing
expressions “Civil Judge (Senior Division)” or “Civil Judges
(Senior Division)” and “Civil Judge (Junior Division)” or “Civil
Judges (Junior Division)” , wherever occurring, the expressions
“Senior Civil Judge” or “Senior Civil Judges” and “Civil Judge”
or “Civil Judges” shall be substituted respectively.
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STATEMENT OF OBJECTS AND REASONS

Having regard to the fact that more than two decades
have passed after the last amendment in the Rajasthan Civil Courts
Ordinance, 1950 regarding pecuniary jurisdiction, the pecuniary
jurisdiction assigned to the civil courts requires a revisit. Also, the
present nomenclature of the civil courts/posts requires to be
replaced.

Hon’ble the High Court of Rajasthan in its Full Court
meeting held on 05-04-2014 considered both the above matters
i.e. revisiting the pecuniary jurisdiction of the civil courts and
change in the nomenclature of the courts/posts. Therefore, the
State Government, in pursuance of the resolution passed in the Full
Court meeting, has proposed to amend suitably the relevant
provisions of the Rajasthan Civil Courts Ordinance, 1950.

The Bill seeks to achieve the aforesaid objectives.
Hence the Bill.

(Ordinance No. 7 of 1950)

5. Saving Clause.- (1) xx XX XX XX XX

(2) References in any enactment or document for the time
being in force to the “Court of the Subordinate Judge” and to
“Subordinate Judge” shall be deemed to have been made
respectively to the “Court of Civil Judge/Additional Civil Judge
(Senior Division)” and to “Civil Judge/Additional Civil Judge
(Senior Division)” as constituted and appointed or deemed as
constituted and appointed under this Ordinance.

(3) References in any enactment, document, judgement,
decree, order or other proceedings of any Court, for the time being
in force, to the “Court of the Civil Judge/Additional Civil Judge”
or the “Civil Judge/Additional Civil Judge” and the “Court of the
Munsiff/Additional Munsiff” or the “Munsiff/Additional Munsift”
shall be deemed to have been made respectively to the “Court of
the Civil Judge/Additional Civil Judge (Senior Division)” or the
“Civil Judge/Additional Civil Judge (Senior Division)” and the
“Court of the Civil Judge/Additional Civil Judge (Junior
Division)” or the “Civil Judge/Additional Civil Judge (Junior
Division)” as constituted or appointed or deemed as constituted or
appointed under this Ordinance.

6. Classes of Courts.-There shall be the following classes
of Subordinate Civil Courts in the State of Rajasthan, namely:-
(1) to (2) XX XX XX XX
(3) the Court of the Civil Judge/Additional Civil Judge
(Senior Division) ; and
(4) the Court of the Civil Judge/Additional Civil Judge
(Junior Division).
7. Power to fix and alter local limits of the jurisdiction
of Courts.- (1) The State Government may, by notification in the
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Official Gazette fix and alter the local limits of the jurisdiction of
any Civil Court under this Ordinance.

(2) If the same local jurisdiction is assigned to two or more
Civil Judges (Senior Division) or two or more Civil Judges (Junior
Division), the District Judge may assign to each of them, such civil
business cognizable by the Civil Judge (Senior Division) or Civil
Judge (Junior Division), as the case may be, as, subject to any
general or special orders of the High Court, he think fit.

(3) When civil business arising in any local area is assigned
by the District Judge under sub-section (2) to one or two or more
Civil Judge (Senior Division), or to one or two or more Civil
Judges (Junior Division), a decree or order passed by the Civil
Judge (Senior Division) or Civil Judge (Junior Division) shall not
be invalid by reason only of the case in which it was made having
arisen wholly or in part in a place beyond the local area if that
place is within the local limits fixed by the State Government
under sub-section (1).

(4) A Judge of Court of Small Causes appointed to be also
a Civil Judge (Senior Division) is a Civil Judge (Senior Division)
within the meaning of this section.

11. Temporary charge of office of District Judge.- (1) In
the event of the death, resignation or removal of a District Judge or
of his being incapacitated by illness or otherwise for the
performance of his duties, or of his absence from the place at
which his Court is held an Additional Judge of his Court or if no
Additional Judge has been appointed for that Court or is present at
that place, the Civil Judge (Senior Division) if there be only one,
and if there be more than one, the Civil Judge (Senior Division)
who is senior in respect of date of appointment as Civil Judge
(Senior Division), present thereat, shall, without relinquishing his
ordinary duties, assume charge of the office of the District Judge
and shall continue in charge thereof until the office is resumed by
the District Judge or assumed by an officer duly appointed thereto.
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(2) While incharge of the office of the District Judge the
Additional Judge or Civil Judge (Senior Division), as the case may
be, may, subject to any rules which the High Court may make in
this behalf, exercise the powers of the District Judge.

12. Power to fix number of Civil Judges (Senior
Division) and Civil Judges (Junior Division).- (1) The State
Government may fix and from time to time alter the number of
Civil Judges (Senior Division) and Civil Judges (Junior Division)
to be appointed for the whole of the State of Rajasthan.

(2) The number of Civil Judges (Senior Division) and Civil
Judges (Junior Division) working at the commencement of this
Ordinance shall, until varied, be the number so fixed under sub-
section (1).

12-A. Appointment of Additional Civil Judges (Senior
Division) or Civil Judges (Junior Division).- For the purpose of
assisting any Civil Judge (Senior Division) or Civil Judge (Junior
Division) in the disposal of the civil business on his file, the High
Court may appoint a member of Rajasthan Judicial Service, while
he is not officiating in any leave vacancy and is not on deputation,
to be an Additional Civil Judge (Senior Division) or Civil Judge
(Junior Division).

(2) An Additional Civil Judge (Senior Division) or Civil
Judge (Junior Division) so appointed, shall dispose of such Civil
business within the limits of his pecuniary jurisdiction, as may be
transferred to him by the District Judge.

13. Appointment of and Vacancies among Civil
Judges (Senior Division) and Civil Judges (Junior
Division).- Appointments of persons to be Civil Judges (Senior
Division) and Civil Judges (Junior Division) shall be made by the
Governor in accordance with rules made by him in this behalf after
consultation with the Rajasthan Public Service Commission and
with the High Court.
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14. Transfer of proceedings on vacation of office by
Civil Judge (Senior Division).- (1) In the event of the death,
resignation or removal of a Civil Judge (Senior Division) or a
Civil Judge (Junior Division), or of his being incapacitated by
illness or otherwise for the performance of his duties, or of his
absence from the place at which his Court is held, the District
Judge may transfer all or any of the proceedings pending in the
Court of the Civil Judge (Senior Division) or the Civil Judge
(Junior Division) either to his own Court or to any Court under his
administrative control competent to dispose of them.

(2) Proceedings transferred under sub-section (1), shall be
disposed of as if they had been instituted in the Court to which
they are so transferred.

(3) Provided that the District Judge may transfer to the
Court of the Civil Judge (Senior Division) or the Civil Judge
(Junior Division) or his successor any proceedings transferred
under sub-section (1) to his own or any other Court.

(4) For purposes of proceedings which are not pending in
the Court of the Civil Judge (Senior Division) or Civil Judge
(Junior Division) on the occurrence of an event referred to in sub-
section (1), and with respect to which that Court has exclusive
jurisdiction, the District Judge may exercise all or any of the
jurisdiction of that Court.

19. Jurisdiction of other Civil Courts.- Subject as
aforesaid.,-

(1) the Court of a Civil Judge (Senior Division) shall
have jurisdiction to hear and determine any suit or
original proceedings of a civil nature of which the
value does not exceed fifty thousand rupees, and

(ii)the Court of Civil Judge (Junior Division) shall
have jurisdiction to hear and determine any suit or
original proceedings of which the value does not
exceed twenty five thousand rupees.

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21. Appeals from Civil Judges (Senior Division) and
Civil Judges (Junior Division).- (1) Save as aforesaid, an appeal
from a decree or order of a Civil Judge (Senior Division) shall lie-

(a) to the District Judge where the value of original
suit in which or in any proceedings arising out of
which the decree or order was made, does not
exceed fifty thousand rupees; and

(b) to the High Court in any other case.

(2) Save as aforesaid, an appeal from a decree or order of a
Civil Judge (Junior Division) shall lie to the District Judge.

(4) The High Court may, with the previous sanction of the
State Government, direct by notification in the Official Gazette
that appeals lying to the District Judge under sub-section (2) from
all or any of the decrees or orders of any Civil Judge (Junior
Division) shall be preferred to the Court of such Civil Judge
(Senior Division) as may be mentioned in the Notification and
appeals shall thereupon be preferred accordingly.

22. Power to transfer to Civil Judges (Senior Division)
appeals from Civil Judges (Junior Division).- (1) A District
Judge may transfer to any Civil Judge (Senior Division), under his
administrative control, any appeal pending before him from the
decrees or orders of Civil Judges (Junior Division).

23. Exercise by Civil Judge (Senior Division) of
Jurisdiction of District Court in certain proceeding.- (1) The
High Court may, by general or special order, authorise any Civil
Judge (Senior Division) to take cognizance of or any District Judge
to transfer to a Civil Judge (Senior Division) under his control, any
of the proceedings next hereinafter mentioned or any class of those
proceedings specified in the order.

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(3) The District Judge may withdraw any such proceedings
taken cognizance of by, or transferred to, a Civil Judge (Senior
Division) and may either himself dispose of them or transfer them
to a Court under his administrative control, competent to dispose
of them.

(4) Proceedings taken cognizance of by, or transferred to a
Civil Judge (Senior Division), as the case may be, under this
section shall be disposed of by him subject to the rules applicable
to like proceedings when disposed of by the District Judge.

24. Power to invest Civil Judges (Senior Division) and
Civil Judges (Junior Division) with Small Cause Court
Jurisdiction.- The State Government may, by notification in the
Official Gazette, confer, within such local limits as it thinks fit,
upon any Civil Judge (Senior Division) or Civil Judge (Junior
Division), the Jurisdiction of a Judge of a Court of small Causes
under the Rajasthan Small Cause Courts Ordinance,1950 for the
trial of suits cognizable by such Courts, upto such value, not
exceeding five hundred rupees in the case of a Civil Judge (Senior
Division) or one hundred rupees in the case of a Civil Judge
(Junior Division), as it thinks fit, and may withdraw any
jurisdiction so conferred:

Provided that the State Government may by notification in
the Official Gazette delegate to the High Court its power under this
section.
