(To be Introduced in the Rajasthan Legislative Assembly)

A
Bill
further to amend the Rajasthan Co-operative Societies Act, 2001.

Be it enacted by the Rajasthan State Legislature in the
Sixty-seventh Year of the Republic of India, as follows:-

1. Short title and commencement.- (1) This Act may be
called the Rajasthan Co-operative Societies (Amendment) Act,
2016.

(2) It shall be deemed to have come into force on such date,
as the State Government may, by notification in the Official
Gazette, appoint.

2. Amendment of section 2, Rajasthan Act No. 16 of
2002.- In section 2 of the Rajasthan Co-operative Societies Act,
2001 (Act No. 16 of 2002), hereinafter referred to as the principal
Act,-

(i) for the existing clause (d), the following shall be
substituted, namely :-

“(d) “central society” means a society whose area of
operation is confined to a part of the State and
which has in its main objects the promotion of
the core objects of, and the provision of facilities
for the operations of, other societies affiliated to
it; and at least five members of which are
societies themselves:”; and

(ii) for the existing clause (r), the following shall be
substituted, namely :-

“(r) “primary society” means a society which is neither
an apex society nor a central society and which is
constituted primarily by individuals as
members;”.

3. Amendment of section 10, Rajasthan Act No. 16 of
2002.- In section 10 of the principal Act,-
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(i) for the existing punctuation mark “.”, appearing at
the end of sub-section (1), the punctuation mark
“:” shall be substituted; and

(ii) after existing sub-section (1), so amended, the
following new proviso shall be added, namely:-

“Provided that no society shall pass any

such amendment in its bye-laws, which is not in

consonance with the bye-laws of the class or sub-class
of societies under which the society was originally
registered.”.

4. Amendment of section 15, Rajasthan Act No. 16 of
2002.- In section 15 of the principal Act, the existing sub-section
(4) shall be deleted.

5. Amendment of section 20, Rajasthan Act No. 16 of
2002.- In clause (a) of sub-section (2) of section 20 of the
principal Act, for the expression “under section 30”, the expression
“under this Act” shall be substituted.

6. Amendment of section 21, Rajasthan Act No. 16 of
2002.-For the existing provision of section 21 of the principal Act,
the following shall be substituted, namely:-

“21. Restriction on holding of shares.- An
individual member in a co-operative society shall hold
such number of shares as may be prescribed in the bye-
laws of the society, or to a maximum of the one-fifth of
the total share capital of the society, whichever is less:

Provided that an individual member of an
Urban Co-operative Bank shall hold such number of
shares as may be prescribed in the bye-laws of the
society, or to a maximum of the one twentieth of the
total share capital of the society, whichever is less.”.

7. Amendment of section 27, Rajasthan Act No. 16 of
2002.- In section 27 of the principal Act,-

(1) in the first proviso to sub-section (2), for the
existing expression “twenty one”, the expression
“sixteen’ shall be substituted;

(i) in sub-section (2), after the existing second proviso
and before the existing last proviso, the following
new proviso shall be inserted, namely:-

“Provided also that no person shall be allowed
to contest elections for more than one seat in the
committee of a society:”;
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(iii) in first proviso to sub-section (3), for the existing
expression “twenty one”, the expression
“sixteen” shall be substituted:;

(iv) in sub-section (4), after the existing expression “the
term of the committee:” and before the existing
first proviso, the following new proviso shall be
inserted, namely:-

“Provided that no person shall continue as a
member of the committee, if he loses the basic
eligibility as may be prescribed in rules for getting
elected to such committee:”;

(v) after the new proviso so inserted to sub-section (4),
for the existing first and second provisos, the
following shall be substituted, namely:-

“Provided further that the committee may
fill a casual vacancy on the committee by co-
option in the manner prescribed, out of the same
class of members in respect of which the casual
vacancy has arisen, if the term of office of the
committee is less than half of its original term:

Provided also that if a causal vacancy
among the elected members of the committee has
arisen and the term of office of the committee is
more than half of its original term, such vacancy
shall be filled up by election, and the member so
elected, shall hold the office for the remainder of
the term:”;

(vi) in sub-section (5), after the existing expression
“cast one vote:” and before the existing first
proviso, the following new proviso shall be
inserted, namely:-

“Provided that where a member nominated
under section 29 on the committee of a society is
also holding charge of another member who is also
a nominated member of the committee under
section 29, shall be entitled to vote in his capacity
as such other member also:”;

(vii) in the existing first proviso to sub-section (5), for
the existing expression “Provided that”, the
expression “Provided further that” shall be
substituted; and
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(viii) for the existing second proviso to sub-section (5),

the following shall be substituted, namely:-

“Provided also that where the Chief
Executive Officer or a member nominated by the
Government has any dissent with the resolution
passed by the committee, such Chief Executive
Officer or the member shall inform the Registrar
about such dissent preferably on the same day but
in any case within fifteen days from the date of
such resolution.”.

8. Amendment of section 28, Rajasthan Act No. 16 of
2002.- In section 28 of the principal Act,-

(i) for the existing proviso to sub-section (6), the
following shall be substituted, namely:-

“Provided that a member of the committee
replaced by an Administrator under section 30-C
due to expiry of the term of the committee or under
clause (b) of sub-section (1) of section 30 on the
ground of a stalemate in functions of the
committee due to lack of quorum shall not be
deemed disqualified under this sub-section.”;

(ii) after the existing sub-section (7) and before the
existing sub-section (8) of the principal Act, the
following new sub-section (7-A) shall be inserted,
namely:-

“(7-A) No person shall be eligible for
election as a member of a committee, if he has
been elected or co-opted to be a member of the
committee of the same society in continuation for
two times, unless a period of five years from the
date of expiry of his second term as the member of
such committee has elapsed:

Provided that a member of a committee once
elected or co-opted to the committee shall be
deemed to have completed his full term for the
purpose of this sub-section, even if he was not
elected or co-opted for a full term of five years or
has not completed his term of office for any reason
whatsoever it may be.”;

(iii) for the existing sub-section (9), the following shall
be substituted, namely :-

Sarpanch of a Gram Panchayat or, a Chairperson
or Vice-Chairperson of a municipal body and, if
already a member of the Parliament or a member
of the State Legislature or, Pramukh or Up-
Pramukh of a Zila Parishad or, Pradhan or Up-
Pradhan of a Panchayat Samiti or, Sarpanch or
Up-Sarpanch  of a Gram Panchayat or,
Chairperson or  Vice-Chairperson of a municipal
body, he shall, at the expiration of a period of
fourteen days from the date he becomes a
Chairperson or  Vice-Chairperson of such

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STATEMENT OF OBJECTS AND REASONS

The Rajasthan Co-operative Societies Act, 2001 (Act No.
16 of 2002) was enacted in the Year 2002 repealing the Rajasthan
Co-operative Societies Act, 1965 (Act No. 13 of 1965). The Act of
2001 came into force from 14 November, 2002, since then the new
law has been applicable on the co-operative societies of the State.
The Act has also been amended from time to time since then.

Now again, looking at the expansion of business and the
rising number of societies in the State, as also with an eye to
impart some new dimensions and to infuse new vigour in the co-
operative sector and at the same time, to alleviate some of the
practical difficulties being encountered in governance of the co-
operative societies, it has been felt exigent to impart some
amendments further in the Act of 2001.

In this endeavour as aforesaid, it was felt necessary and
desirable to amend sections 2, 10, 15, 20, 21, 27, 28, 30-B, 31, 33,
34, 36, 40, 54, 56, 61, 64, 105, 107, 109, 123 and 125 of the
Rajasthan Co-operative Societies Act, 2001 (Act No. 16 of 2002)
and three new sections, namely 29-A, 29-B and 55-A are also
proposed to be added in the Act.

The Bill seeks to achieve the aforesaid objectives.

(3) The committee of a co-operative society shall co-opt
such number of persons having experience in field of banking,
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management, finance or specialization in any other field relating to
the objects and activities undertaken by the co-operative society as
members of the committee as may be specified in the bye-laws:

Provided that the number of such co-opted members shall
not exceed two in addition to twenty one members of the
committee specified in the first proviso of sub-section (2):

Provided further that the functional directors of a co-
operative society shall also be the members of the committee and
such members shall be excluded for the purpose of counting the
total number of members of the committee specified in the first
proviso.

(4) The term of office of the elected members of the
committee and its office bearers shall be five years from the date of
election and the term of office bearers shall be co-terminus with
the term of the committee:

Provided that the committee may fill a casual vacancy on
the committee by nomination out of the same class of members in
respect of which the casual vacancy has arisen, if the term of office
of the committee is less than half of its original term:

Provided further that if a causal vacancy on the committee
has arisen and the term of office of the committee is more than half
of its original term, such vacancy shall be filled up by election,
nomination or co-option, as the case may be, and the member so
elected, nominated or co-opted, as the case may be, shall hold the
office for the remainder of the term:

Provided also that where the committee of a society is
removed under section 30 and the remainder of the original term of
the committee so removed is more than half of its original term,
then the elections to the committee may be held for the remainder
of the term of the committee so removed, but where the committee
is removed after completion of half of its original term, elections to
the committee of the society for a full term shall be held at a time
decided by the State Co-operative Election Authority for the
purpose of synchronizing elections of different tiers of the co-
operative societies.

(5) Each member of the committee, including the members
nominated under section 29 or co-opted under sub-section (3),
shall be entitled to cast one vote:

Provided that members nominated under section 29 or co-
opted under sub-section (3), shall not have any right to vote in any
election of the co-operative society in their capacity as such
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members or to be eligible to be elected as office bearers of the
committee:

Provided further that where the member nominated by the
State Government has any dissent with the resolution passed by the
committee, he shall inform the Registrar about such dissent within
a week.

28. Disqualification of membership etc. of

committee unless he has previously resigned his seat in the Union

Provided further that he may become member of the
committee or a Director.

30-B. Autonomy in all financial and internal
administrative matters.- Notwithstanding anything contained in
this Act or any other law for the time being in force, a short term
co-operative credit structure society shall have autonomy in all its

(2) If any such outgoing officer or member, refuses to hand
over the charge of the record and property to the Chief Executive
Officer or the Liquidator, as the case may be or, where the
Registrar is satisfied that the books and records of a society are
likely to be suppressed, tampered with, or destroyed, or the funds
and property of a society are likely to be misappropriated or
misapplied, the Chief Executive Officer of the society or the
Administrator or the Liquidator, or the Registrar or a person
authorised by the Registrar may apply to the Judicial Magistrate of
the First Class, within whose jurisdiction the society is functioning,
for searching, seizing and taking possession of the records and
property of the society.
