further to amend the Rajasthan Homoeopathic Medicine Act, 1969.

Be it enacted by the Rajasthan State Legislature in the
Sixty-eighth Year of the Republic of India, as follows:-

1. Short title and commencement.-(1) This Act may be
called the Rajasthan Homoeopathic Medicine (Amendment) Act,
2017.

(2) It shall come into force at once.

2. Amendment of section 30, Rajasthan Act No. 1 of
1970.- In sub-section (3) of section 30 of the Rajasthan
Homoeopathic Medicine Act, 1969 (Act No. 1 of 1970),
hereinafter referred to as the principal Act, for the existing
expression “a registration fee of Rs. 50/-.”, the expression “such
registration fee as may be prescribed by the State Government.”
shall be substituted.

3. Amendment of section 31, Rajasthan Act No. 1 of
1970.- In sub-section (1) of section 31 of the principal Act,-

(a) for the existing expression “for a period of three
years”, the expression “for such period as may be
prescribed by the State Government” shall be
substituted; and

(b) for the existing expression “a renewal fee of
twenty-five rupees for every period of three
years”, the expression “such renewal fee as may be
prescribed for every period of five years” shall be
substituted.

4. Amendment of section 35, Rajasthan Act No. 1 of
1970.- In section 35 of the principal Act, for the existing
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expression “not exceeding rupees five as may be prescribed”, the
expression “as may be prescribed” shall be substituted.

5. Insertion of section 49-A, Rajasthan Act No. 1 of
1970.- After the existing section 49 and before the existing section
50 of the principal Act, the following new section shall be inserted,
namely:-

“49-A. Power of the State Government to permit
practice in certain cases.- (1) Notwithstanding anything
contained in this Act, the State Government may permit a person,
who is neither registered under this Act nor his name included in
the list prepared and kept under section 62 but whose name is for
the time being borne on Part Il of the Central Register of
Homoeopathy maintained under the provisions of Homoeopathy
Central Council Act, 1973 (Central Act No. 59 of 1973), to
practise the Homoeopathic System of Medicine in the State.

(2) The permission under sub-section (1) shall be granted in
such manner and on payment of such fees as may be prescribed.”.

6. Amendment of section 50, Rajasthan Act No. 1 of
1970.- In section 50 of the principal Act, for the existing
expression “with fine which may extend to two hundred rupees.”,
appearing at the end, the expression “with imprisonment which
may extend to two years, or with fine which may extend to ten
thousand rupees, or with both.” shall be substituted.

7. Amendment of section 51, Rajasthan Act No. 1 of
1970.- For the existing sub-section (2) of section 51 of the
principal Act, the following shall be substituted, namely:-

“(2) Whoever contravenes the provisions of this section
shall be punishable, on conviction, with imprisonment which may
extend to two years, or with fine which may extend to ten thousand
rupees, or with both and, if the person so contravening is an
association, every member of such association, who knowingly and
wilfully authorises or permits the contraventions, shall be
punishable, on conviction, with imprisonment which may extend to
two years, or with fine which may extend to ten thousand rupees,
or with both.”.

8. Amendment of section 53, Rajasthan Act No. 1 of
1970.- In section 53 of the principal Act,-

(a) for the existing sub-section (1), the following shall be
substituted, namely:-

“(1) If after such date as the State Government may,

by notification in the Official Gazette, specify in this behalf
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any person other than a registered homoeopath or other

than a person who is permitted under section 49-A, or other

than a person whose name is entered in the list prepared

and kept under section 62, practises or holds himself out,

whether directly or by implication, as practising or as being

prepared to practise, the Homoeopathic System of

Medicine, he shall be punishable, on conviction, with

imprisonment which may extend to two years, or with fine

which may extend to ten thousand rupees, or with both and

where the offence is a continuing one, with a further fine

which may extend to one thousand rupees for each day

during which the offence continues after first conviction.” ;

and

(b) the existing sub-section (2) shall be deleted.

9. Amendment of section 57, Rajasthan Act No. 1 of

1970.- In sub-section (2) of section 57 of the principal Act,-
(@) in clause (s), the word “and”, appearing at the
end, shall be deleted ; and
(b)  after the clause (s), so amended, and before the

existing clause (t), the following new clause
shall be inserted, namely:-

“(sa) the manner in which, and the
fee on payment of which, a person shall be
permitted under section 49-A to practise the
Homoeopathic System of Medicine in the State;
and”.
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STATEMENT OF OBJECTS AND REASONS

The fees provided in section(s) 30, 31 and 35 of Rajasthan
Homoeopathic Medicine Act, 1969 were prescribed as per the
prevailing circumstances of the year 1969. Now the amendments
are proposed keeping in view the present circumstances and to
increase the revenue of the Board.

As per the advice of the Ministry of Health and Family
Welfare, Government of India, amendments are proposed in the
sections relating to fee and fee chargeable at the time of renewal
and also the period prescribed for renewal.

Amendments of penalties in sections 50, 51 and 53 along
with imprisonment are proposed keeping in view section 15 of the
Homoeopathy Central Council Act, 1973. It would effectively
prevent unauthorized persons practising Homoeopathy in
Rajasthan. A new provision section 49-A is proposed to be inserted
after section 49 for effective control on the persons registered with
other State Boards and practising Homoeopathy in the State of
Rajasthan by making it compulsory to obtain permission of the
Rajasthan Board of Homoeopathic Medicine under section 26 of
the Homoeopathy Central Council Act, 1973. Section 57 is
proposed to be amended to empower the State Government to
make rule under section 49-A.

This Bill seeks to achieve the aforesaid objectives.
