Be it enacted by the Rajasthan State Legislature in the
Sixty- eighth Year of the Republic of India, as follows:-

1. Short title and commencement.- (1) This Act may be
called the Rajasthan Municipalities (Fourth Amendment) Act,
2017.

(2) It shall come into force at once.

2. Amendment of section 45, Rajasthan Act No. 18 of
2009.- For the existing clauses (r) and (s) of sub-section (1) of
section 45 of the Rajasthan Municipalities Act, 2009 (Act No. 18
of 2009), hereinafter referred to as the principal Act, the following
shall be substituted, namely:-

"(r) promoting population control, family welfare, small
family norms, welfare of women and children
development;

(s) preparing plans for economic development, social
justice, poverty alleviation, slum improvement,
public distribution system and providing food to the
needy persons;".

3. Amendment of section 55, Rajasthan Act No. 18 of
2009.- In  sub-section (3) of section 55 of the principal Act,-

(i) after the existing clause (ii) and before the existing
clause (iii), the following new clause shall be
inserted, namely:-

"(ii-a) one or more lighting public streets,
places and buildings committees:
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Provided that every Municipality may
constitute one committee for wards upto fifty, two
committees for fifty one wards to seventy five
wards and three committees for wards exceeding
seventy five;"; and

(ii) after the existing clause (iv) and before the existing
clause (v), the following new clause shall be
inserted, namely:-

"(iv-a) a women and children development,
poverty alleviation, public distribution system and
providing food to the needy persons committee;".

4. Amendment of section 121, Rajasthan Act No. 18 of
2009.- For the existing section 121 of the principal Act, the
following shall be substituted, namely:-

"121. Appeals relating to taxation.- An appeal
against an assessment, or an alteration of an assessment
and, in all cases in which no appeal has been made as
aforesaid, an appeal against a notice of demand under
section 130 may be made,-

(@) to the Commissioner, in case of Municipal
Corporation; and

(b) to the concerned Regional Deputy Director of
Local Bodies, in case of Municipal Council and
Municipal Board.".
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STATEMENT OF OBJECTS AND REASONS

In order to entrust welfare measures of various types,
certain new core functions of the Municipalities are proposed to be
added in section 45 vide clause 2 of the Bill.

For the purpose of carrying out the function relating to
lighting public streets, places and buildings and women and
children development, poverty alleviation, public distribution
system and providing food to the needy persons, provisions for
constitution of new committees are proposed to be made.
Accordingly section 55 is proposed to be amended.

As per existing provision appeal under section 121 against
the assessment or any alteration therein and notice of demand is
made before the Collector. Now it is proposed that such appeal
shall lie, in case of Municipal Corporation, to the Commissioner
and in case of Municipal Council and Municipal Board, to the
concerned Regional Deputy Director of Local Bodies.

The Bill seeks to achieve the aforesaid objectives.
Hence, the Bill.
