further to amend the Rajasthan Panchayati Raj Act, 1994.

Be it enacted by the Rajasthan State Legislature in the
Sixty-ninth Year of the Republic of India, as follows:-

1. Short title and commencement.- (1) This Act may be
called the Rajasthan Panchayati Raj (Amendment) Act, 2018.
(2) It shall come into force at once.

2. Amendment of section 19, Rajasthan Act No. 13 of
1994.- In section 19 of the Rajasthan Panchayati Raj Act, 1994
(Act No. 13 of 1994),-

(i) for the existing clause (f), the following shall be
substituted, namely:-
"(f) is suffering from any bodily or mental defect or
disease rendering him incapable for work;";
and

(it) for the existing clause (iv) of the proviso, the
following shall be substituted, namely:-
"(iv) for the purpose of clause (1),-

(@) the birth during the period from the date
of commencement of this Act, hereinafter
in this proviso referred to as the date of
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such commencement, to 27" November,
1995, of an additional child shall not be
taken into consideration;

(b) a person having more than two children
(excluding the child if any, born during
the period from the date of such
commencement, to 27" November, 1995)
shall not be disqualified under that clause
for so long as the number of children he
had on the date of commencement of this
Act does not increase;

(c) while counting the total number of
children a child born from earlier
delivery and having disability shall not be
counted.

Explanation.- The word “disability” shall include
any type of disabilities specified in or under the Rights of
Persons with Disabilities Act, 2016 (Central Act No. 49 of
2016).".




STATEMENT OF OBJECTS AND REASONS

The provision of clause (f) of section 19 of the Rajasthan
Panchayati Raj Act, 1994 provides that if a person is suffering
from Leprosy, he will be disqualified for contesting election as a
Panch or a member. At the time of enactment of this Act, there
might have been some valid reasons for making such provision. In
the present time, for rehabilitating and bringing the people
suffering from Leprosy fully into the mainstream, this provision
should be deleted. It is proposed that a person suffering from
Leprosy should not be disqualified under clause (f) of section 19 of
the Act.

The provision of clause (iv) of proviso to section 19 of the
Act provides that if a person has more than two children, he will be
disqualified for contesting election as a Panch or a member. This
provision does not provide for any exception for a disabled child. It
is proposed that while counting the total number of children the
child, having disability, should not be counted for the purpose of
disqualification under clause (iv) of proviso to section 19 of the
Act.

Accordingly, the provisions of section 19 of the Rajasthan
Panchayati Raj Act, 1994 are proposed to be amended suitably.

The Bill seeks to achieve the aforesaid objectives.

Hence the Bill.

19. Quialifications for election as a Panch or a member.-
Every person registered as a voter in the list of voters of a
Panchayati Raj Institution shall be qualified for election as a Panch
or, as the case may be, a member of such Panchayati Raj
Institution unless such person-

(f) is a leper or is suffering from any other bodily or
mental defect or disease rendering him incapable

for work;
