further to amend the Rajasthan Agricultural Produce Markets Act,

1961.

Be it enacted by the Rajasthan State Legislature in the
Seventy-first Year of the Republic of India, as follows:-

1. Short title and commencement.- (1) This Act may be
called the Rajasthan Agricultural Produce Markets (Amendment)

Act, 2020.

(2) 1t shall be deemed to have come into force on and from
16™ December, 2019.

2. Amendment in section 19-A, Rajasthan Act No. 38 of
1961.- In section 19-A of the Rajasthan Agricultural Produce
Markets Act, 1961 (Act No. 38 of 1961),-

for the existing heading "Kisan Kalyan Kosh", the
heading "Krishak Kalyan Kosh™ shall be
substituted;

in sub-sections (1) and (2), for the existing
expression "Kisan Kalyan Kosh" wherever
occurring, the expression "Krishak Kalyan Kosh™
shall be substituted;

in sub-section (2) for the existing punctuation
mark "." occurring at the end of clause (j), the
punctuation mark ;" shall be substituted and after
the clause (j) so amended, the following new
clause shall be added, namely:-
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"(k) to promote any other activities
connected with the farmers' welfare with
the prior approval of the Government.” ;
and

(iv) after the existing sub-section (3), the following
new sub-section shall be added, namely:-

"(4) The Board may raise fund from any
other sources with the prior approval of
the Government.”.

3. Repeal and Savings.- (1) The Rajasthan Agricultural
Produce Markets (Amendment) Ordinance, 2019 (Ordinance No. 3
of 2019) is hereby repealed.

(2) Notwithstanding such repeal, all things done, actions
taken or orders made under the said Ordinance shall be deemed to
have been done, taken or made under this Act.
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STATEMENT OF OBJECTS AND REASONS

The State Government in its budget (2019-20) took a major
initiative of constituting Krishak Kalyan Kosh (K3) of Rupees One
Thousand Crore to facilitate Ease of Doing Farming on the line of
Ease of Doing Business.

The previous Kisan Kalyan Kosh covered mainly post-
harvest management activities from production to marketing stage,
while the newly constituted Krishak Kalyan Kosh (K3) will
provide funds for activities under Rajasthan Agro-processing,
Agri-business and  Agri-export  Promotion Policy 2019,
arrangements for prompt payment under minimum support price
purchase, implementation of Market Intervention Scheme in case
of market prices fall and Pledge Financing etc. The fund will also
be utilized for other various farmers’ welfare measures and
schemes and will create synergy between agriculture and industry
sectors in the state.

In order to undertake various activities and schemes for
farmers' welfare through constitution of Krishak Kalyan Kosh (K3)
suitable amendments are proposed to be made in the existing
section 19-A of the Rajasthan Agricultural Produce Markets Act,
1961.

Since, the Rajasthan State Legislative Assembly was not in
session and circumstances existed which rendered it necessary for
the Governor of Rajasthan to take immediate action, he, therefore,
promulgated the Rajasthan Agricultural Produce Markets
(Amendment) Ordinance, 2019 (Ordinance No. 3 of 2019) on 16"
December, 2019, which was published in Rajasthan Gazette, Part
IV(B), Extraordinary, dated 16" December, 2019.
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The Bill seeks to replace the aforesaid Ordinance.

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FINANCIAL MEMORANDUM

In the modified Budget for the year 2019-20, the Hon’ble
Chief Minister has made an announcement to constitute a Kosh of
Rs. 1000.00 crore namely Krishak Kalyan Kosh to facilitate Ease
of Doing Farming on the line of Ease of Doing Business.

This Kosh will be utilized by the State Government for the
purposes mentioned in section 19-A of the Rajasthan Agricultural
Produce Markets Act, 1961 and for implementation of Rajasthan
Agro-processing, Agri-Business and Agricultural Export Policy,
2019 and, for other welfare measures for farmers.

In compliance of Budget Announcement, newly created
Krishak Kalyan Kosh (K3) has been funded with Rs. 1000.00 crore
loan from Oriental Bank of Commerce, on the basis of
Government Guarantee after approval given by the Government
through Cabinet Memorandum No. 125/2019. The Loan amount is
to be repaid in ten years including two years' moratorium period.

The repayment of loan and interest thereon payable to the
Bank shall be paid by the Government through the Rajasthan State
Agricultural Marketing Board by making necessary provision in
the respective budget heads as per repayment/interest schedule of
the Bank under recurring expenses. The recurring expenses to be
borne by the Government for constituting Krishak Kalyan Kosh
will be as under:-

EXTRACTS TAKEN FROM THE RAJASTHAN
AGRICULTURAL PRODUCE MARKETS ACT, 1961

(ACT No. 38 of 1961)

19A. Kisan Kalyan Kosh.- (1) There shall be a fund
called the "Kisan Kalyan Kosh" which shall be administered by the
Board.

(2) Kisan Kalyan Kosh shall be utilised for the following
purposes, namely:-

() to organize studies, seminars, workshops,
exhibitions and training regarding activities from
production to marketing like post harvest
management, storage, transportation, grading,
waxing, packaging, processing, sale and export of
the agricultural produce;

(b) to provide financial and technical assistance to
organizer the aforementioned activities jointly
with the private agencies, autonomous bodies and
co-operative societies;

(c) to promote marketing of organically produced
agricultural  commodities, including  fruits,
vegetables and of medicinal plants;

(d) to develop infrastructure in the mandi yard and
outside with a view to promote marketing
activities;

(e) to promote use of latest scientific and technical
equipments for the promotion of aforesaid
activities;

(f) to promote new marketing strategies like future
markets, e-commerce etc.;

(o) to promote direct marketing of agricultural
produces;
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(h) to provide assistance for the development of
packing, certification, labeling and marketing of
organic produces;

(i) to promote development of food parks; agro clinics
and agro business centers with a view to
promoting marketing of agricultural produce; and

(j) to develop commodity specific markets.

(3) Every Market Committee shall pay to the fund such
amount as may be specified by the State Government. But not
exceeding 5 per cent of the income derived by it from licence fees,
market fees and fines imposed by the Courts.
