further to amend the Rajasthan Legislative Assembly (Officers and
Members Emoluments and Pension) Act, 1956.

Be it enacted by the Rajasthan State Legislature in the Seventy-
third Year of the Republic of India, as follows:-

1. Short title and commencement.- (1) This Act may be called
the Rajasthan Legislative Assembly (Officers and Members Emoluments
and Pension) (Amendment) Act, 2022.

(2) It shall come into force at once.

2. Amendment of section 4-D, Rajasthan Act No. 6 of 1957.-
In section 4-D of the Rajasthan Legislative Assembly (Officers and
Members Emoluments and Pension) Act, 1956 (Act No. 6 of 1957),
after the existing sub-section (1), the following new sub-section shall be
added, namely:-

“(2) Every person, who has served as a member of the Rajasthan
Legislative Assembly shall be entitled to receive, from out of the amount
available in the relevant year under sub-section (1), reimbursement of
amount equivalent to actual fare of journey abroad by air, ship or steamer
paid by him, either alone or with persons accompanying him after
approval of his request for such journey being accorded by the Speaker
of the Legislative Assembly. Such journey shall be subject to compliance
of guidelines issued and/or rules made relating to permission of such
journey abroad, by the Government of India and State Government, from
time to time.”.
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STATEMENT OF OBJECTS AND REASONS

Section 4-D of the Rajasthan Legislative Assembly (Officers and
Members Emoluments and Pension) Act, 1956 provides for free
travelling facility to Ex-members. Presently, an ex-member is entitled to
reimbursement of actual fare of any journey undertaken by him in any
class of railway, air, ship or steamer within the territory of India under
this section. The State Government has decided to extend this facility of
reimbursement of actual fare of any journey to abroad also but subject to
approval of such journey being accorded by the Speaker.

Accordingly, a new sub-section (2) is proposed to be added in
section 4-D of the said Act to make provision for reimbursement of
actual fare of any journey by an Ex-member to abroad subject to its
approval by the Speaker.

The Bill seeks to achieve the aforesaid objective.

Hence the Bill.
