(To be introduced in the Rajasthan Legislative Assembly)

to amend Shri Sanwaliaji Temple Act, 1992.

Be it enacted by the Rajasthan State Legislature in the
Seventy-third Year of the Republic of India, as follows:-

1. Short title and commencement.- (1) This Act may be
called Shri Sanwaliaji Temple (Amendment) Act, 2022.

(2) It shall come into force at once.

2. Amendment of section 6, Rajasthan Act No. 8 of
1992.- In clause (iv) of sub-section (3) of section 6 of Shri
Sanwaliaji Temple Act, 1992 (Act No. 8 of 1992), the existing
expression “or a deaf-mute or suffering from leprosy” shall be
deleted.
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STATEMENT OF OBJECTS AND REASONS

Section 6 of Shri Sanwaliaji Temple Act, 1992 provides for
the composition of Shri Sanwaliaji Temple Board constituted
under the Act. Sub-section (3) of the said section states that a
person shall not be eligible for nomination as the President or a
member of the Board if he has any of the disqualifications
mentioned thereunder. Clause (iv) of the said sub-section (3) says
that the person shall be disqualified if he is a minor or a deaf-mute
or suffering from leprosy.

It has been held by Hon’ble the Supreme Court of India in
the case of Vidhi Centre for Legal policy v/s Union of India and
others that Leprosy is not communicable disease and not to treat
any person suffering from that disease with any kind of stigma or
discrimination. The Supreme Court has directed the Union of India
and State Government to apprise it about the steps taken with
regard to the repeal of the provisions wherein Leprosy has been
treated as stigmatic disability. Further, section 13(2) of the Rights
of Persons with Disabilites Act, 2016 provides that the Appropriate
Government shall ensure that the persons with disabilities enjoy
legal capacity on an equal basis with others in all aspects of life
and have the right to equal recognition everywhere as any other
person before the law.

In the light of directions given in the above judgement and
provisions contained in the Rights of Persons with Disabilities Act,
2016, the State Government has decided to remove the
disqualification clause as to a person being deaf-mute or suffering
from leprosy from becoming member or President of Shri
Sanwaliaji Temple Board. Accordingly, section 6 of the Act is
proposed to be amended.

The Bill seeks to achieve the aforesaid objective.
Hence the Bill.
