Preliminary

1. Short title, extent and commencement.- (1) This Act
may be called the Bharatpur Development Authority, 2025.

(2) The committees constituted under this sectiballs
meet at such place and at such time and shall\adsech rules of
procedure in regard to the transaction of busiaé#s meetings as
may be provided by regulations.

(3) The members of the committees may be paid such
allowances for meeting the personal expendituratiending the
meetings and for attending to any other work ofdbmmittees as
may be prescribed.

11. Authentication of orders, etc.- All proceedings of the
Authority, the Executive Committee, other commisteend the
Functional Boards shall be authenticated by theatiges of the
Chairman of the Authority, the Executive Committeather
committee, or the Functional Board, as the case lmeaypr of any
member thereof authorised by the Chairman in tkisalf and all
other orders and instruments of the Authority shak
authenticated by the Bharatpur Development Comonssior by
any other officer of the Authority authorised byrin this behalf.

12. Provision for inviting Government and Local
Authority Officers to assist for advice- The Authority, the
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Executive Committee, the Bharatpur Development Casioner
or a Functional Board may invite any officer of ti&tate
Government or local authority or other authorityamy person to
attend its meeting or meetings as a special or aeent invitee for
the purpose of assisting or advising it on any enadtr matters.
The officers or the persons so invited may taket parthe
proceeding, but shall have no right to vote.

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Department (Central or State), any local
authority or any other body to cut the roads for
various purposes and to impose conditions
thereof;

(vii) to demolish traffic hazards, obstacles and to
determine compensation in such cases in
accordance with regulations;

(viii) to solicit help of the citizens and associations of
repute to advise and raise funds for traffic cdntro
and traffic education in accordance with the
rules;

(ix) to organise traffic education; and

(x) to perform all other activities pertaining to the
improvement and control of traffic and such
other functions as may be directed by the
Authority.

14. Constitution and powers of other Functional
Boards.- (1) On the advice of the Authority, the State Gowveent
may, from time to time, by order published in thi#éical Gazette,
constitute, (i) a Transport and Communications Bpér) a Water
Resources Management Board, (iii) a Housing, UrBamewal
and Ecology Board and other Functional Boards éhieving the

project or scheme, the expenses of which, in whole
or in part are to be met from the Bharatpur Region
Development Fund;

preparing schemes and advising the concerned
authorities, departments and agencies in
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formulating and undertaking schemes for

development of  agriculture, horticulture,

floriculture, forestry, dairy development, transpor
communication, schooling, cultural activities,
sports, medicare, tourism entertainment and similar
other activities;

() to enter into contracts and agreements or
arrangements with any person or organisation as
the Authority may deem necessary for performing
its functions;

(m)to prepare Master Plan for traffic control and
management, devise policy and programmes of
action for smooth flow of traffic and matters
connected therewith;

(n) to perform functions designated by the State
Government in the areas of urban renewal,
environment and ecology, transport and
communication, water energy resource
management directly or through its Functional
Board or other departments/agencies as the State
Government may specify;

(o) regulating the posting of bills, advertisement
hoardings, signpost and name boards in Bharatpur
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Region or in any part thereof as specified by the
Authority;

(p) regulating the erection or re-erection of bungh
and projections, making material alterations
therein and providing for open spaces in
Bharatpur Region or in any part thereof as
specified by the Authority;

(q) removing obstructions and encroachments upon
public streets, open spaces and properties vesting
in the Government or the Authority;

(r) to do all such other acts and things which may be
necessary for, or incidental or conducive to, any
matters which arise on account of its activity and
which are necessary for furtherance of the objects
for which the Authority is established; and

(s) to perform any other functions that the State
Government may designate in furtherance of the
objectives of this Act.

17. No other authority or person to undertake certain
development without permission of the Authority.- (1)
Notwithstanding anything contained in any law fioe time being
in force, except with the previous permission & #uthority, no
authority or person shall undertake any developmatitin the
Bharatpur Region of the type as the Authority mapnt time to
time specify, by notification published in the @fal Gazette, and
which is likely to adversely affect the overall ééspment of the
Bharatpur Region.

(2) Any authority or person desiring to undertake
development referred to in sub-section (1) shadlyam writing to
the Authority for permission to undertake such depment:

Provided that such person may apply for such pesions
through the concerned local authority and suchl lagtnority shall
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forward his application to the Authority with itsgommendations,
if any.

(3) The Authority shall, after making such enquay it
deems necessary and within sixty days from theipead an
application under sub-section (2), grant such p&sion without
any conditions or with such conditions as it mayerdefit to
impose or refuse to grant such permission. If spefmission is
not granted or refused within sixty days as afacgdhe applicant
may, by a written communication presented in pemsothrough
his authorised representative to the Secretarh@fAuthority or
any other officer nominated by him in this behadll the attention
of the Authority to the omission or neglect in grag or refusing
permission, and if such omission or neglect com#nior a further
period of thirty days from the receipt of such conmcation, the
Authority shall be deemed to have permitted the ppsed
development and such development may be proceedknh the
manner specified in the application:

Provided that nothing herein contained shall bestaed
to authorise any person to act in contraventioargf provision of
this Act or the rules, regulations or order mad=éhnder, relating
to any matters other than the requirement of olstgipermission
of the Authority before undertaking or carrying owany
improvement under this Act.

(4) Any authority or person aggrieved by the decisof
the Authority under sub-section (3), may, withiirtthdays, appeal
against such decision to the State Government whleseion
shall be final:

any works and incur any expenditure for the executf such
projects or implementation of such schemes, asdhe may be.

(2) The Authority may also undertake any works e t

scheme, as the case may be, as may be directeebgtate
Government and may incur such expenditure as mayebessary
for the execution of such work. Such direction rbayissued to the

(2) The Authority, shall also give reasonable opyaty to
every local authority within whose local limits aland touched by
the Plan is situated, to make any representatitim rigspect to the
Plan.

(3) After considering all objections, suggestionad a
representations that may have been received bputteority, the
Authority shall finally sanction the Plan.

preparation, publication and sanction of a Plan.

CHAPTER-VI
Control of Development and use of Land include®lians

29. Declaration of Development Areas.- (1) As soon as
may be after a plan comes into operation as pradviiaection 24,
the Authority may, by notification in the Offici&azette, declare
any area in Bharatpur Region to be a developmesd for the
purposes of this Act.

(2) Save as otherwise provided in this Act, the hisuity
shall not undertake or carry out any developmenianél in any
area which is not a development area.

30. Power of revocation and modification of permission
for development.- (1) If it appears to the Authority that it is
expedient, having regard to the Plan prepared deupreparation,
that any permission to develop land granted ungisrAct or any
other law should be revoked or modified, the Auittyomay after
giving the person concerned an opportunity of béiegrd against
such revocation or modification, by order, revokenwodify the
permission to such extent as appears to it to bessary:

Provided that -

(a) where the development relates to the carrying but o
any building or other operation, no such  order
shall affect such of the operations as have been
previously carried out or shall be passed aftesghe
operations have substantially progressed or have
been completed;

(b) where the development relates to a change of use of
land, no such order shall be passed at any tinee aft
the change has taken place:

Provided further that where the revocation or moditfon
of the permission is necessary in public interdst, provisions of
the first proviso shall not apply.

(2) Where permission is revoked or modified by adeo
made under sub-section (1) and any owner claimisiwthe time
and in the manner prescribed, compensation forettpenditure
incurred in carrying out the development in accoo#gawith such
permission which has been rendered abortive byewecation or
modification, the Authority shall, after giving tleevner reasonable
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opportunity of being heard by the office, appointadit in this
behalf and after considering his report assessoffed reasonable
compensation to the owner.

(3) If the owner does not accept the compensateamd
gives notice within thirty days of his refusal t@cept, the
Authority shall refer the matter for the adjudicatiof the Tribunal
and the decision of the Tribunal shall be final d&®dbinding on
the owner and the Authority.

31. Penalty for unauthorized development for use
otherwise than in conformity with the Plan.- (1) Any person
who, whether at his own instance or at the instafcany other
person commences, undertakes or carries out dewmelup or
institutes or changes the use of any land-

(b) which is not in accordance with any permission
granted or in contravention of any condition
subject to which such permission has been granted,;
or
(c) after the permission for development has been duly
revoked; or
(d) in contravention of any permission which has been
duly modified,
shall, on conviction, be punished with fine whiclaynextend to
five thousand rupees and in the case of a congnoifence with a
further fine which may extend to one hundred rugeesvery day
during which the offence continues after conviction the first
commission of the offence.

(2) Any person who continues to use or allows tee of
any land or building in contravention of the praems of a Plan
without being allowed to do so under section 17 wbere the
continuance of such use has been allowed under setion
continues such use after the period for which tee bas been
allowed, or without complying with the terms anadddions under
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which the continuance of such use is allowed, sbhallconviction,
be punished with fine which may extend to ten tlaodsrupees;
and in the case of a continuing offence with ahrtfine which
may extend to five hundred rupees for every daynduwhich

such offence continues after conviction for thetfscommission of
the offence.

32. Power to require removal of unauthorised
development.- (1) Where any development of land has been

(b) where the notice requires the demolition or
alteration of any building or works or carrying out
of any building or other operations, itself caulse t
restoration of the land to its condition before the
development took place and secure compliance with
the conditions of the permission or with the
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permission as modified by taking such steps as the
Authority may consider necessary including
demolition or alteration of any building or works o
carrying out of any building or other operation and
recover the amount of any expenses incurred by it
in this behalf from the owner as arrears of land
revenue.

(7) Any person prosecuted under clause (a) of sehem
(6) shall, on conviction, be punished with fine ahhimay extend
to five thousand rupees and in the case of a aantynoffence,
with a further fine which may extend to five hundiraipees for
every day during which such offence continues afteviction for
the first commission of the offence.

33. Power to stop unauthorised development.- (1) Where
any development of land as indicated in sub-sedtigrof section
31 is being carried out but has not been completed Authority
may serve on the owner and the mecsorying out the
development, a notice requiring the developmentaofl to be
discontinued from the time of the service of thetioey and
thereupon, the provisions of sub-sections (3)3#)dnd (6) of
section 32 shall, so far as may be applicable,yapptelation to
such notice, as they apply in relation to noticdarrsection 32.

(2) Any person, who continues to carry out the
development of land, whether for himself or on biebithe owner
or any other person, after such notice has beeredeshall, on
conviction, be punished with fine which ayn extend to
five thousand rupees and when the non complianaecantinuing
one, with a further fine which may extend to fivendred rupees
for every day after the date of the service of mladice during
which the non compliance has continued or continues

(3) Notwithstanding anything contained in this Ciesp
where any person continues to carry out unauthbdseelopment
after receiving a notice under sub-section (1),Abéority or any
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officer authorised by it in this behalf, shall, addition to any
prosecution or other proceedings or action that mayinitiated
under this Act, have the power to require any Rolfficer to
remove the person by whom the erection of the mglthas been
continued and all his assistants and workmen flogrptace of the
unauthorised development within such time as magpeeified in
the requisition and such Police Officer shall coymplith the
requisition accordingly.

34. Composition of unauthorised development.-
Notwithstanding anything hereinbefore containedhis Chapter,
where any person has carried out any developmeatpefmanent
nature or has changed the use of land-

(a) without permission required under this Act, or
(b) which is not in accordance with any permission
granted or is in contravention of any conditions
subject to which any permission has been granted,
or
(c) in contravention of any permission granted or duly
modified,
such development or change of use of land may tipcanded by
the Authority on such terms and on payment of siegs and
charges, as may be prescribed by the State Govatriroen time
to time.
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35. Removal or discontinuance of unauthorised
temporary development summarily.- (1) Notwithstanding
anything hereinbefore contained in this Chapterntany person
has carried out any development of a temporary reatu
unauthorisedly as indicated in sub-section (1) exftisn 31, the
Authority may, by an order in writing, direct thagrson to remove
any structure or work erected or discontinue treeafdand made,
unauthorisedly as aforesaid within fifteen dayshef receipt of the
order and thereatfter, if the person does not comjily the order
within the said period, the Authority or any officeuthorised by it
in this behalf may get such work summarily remoweedjet such
use summarily discontinued without any notice asated in the
order and any development unauthorisedly made aghall
similarly be summarily removed or discontinued with making
any order as aforesaid:

Provided that standing crops shall not be summarily
removed and reasonable period not exceeding sixhaahall be
allowed to the person concerned by the Authoritytiie crop to be
cut and gathered.

(2) The decision of the Authority on the questidmwbat is
development of a temporary nature shall be final.

36. Power to seal unauthorised Development.- (1) The
Authority may, at any time before or after makingader for the
removal or discontinuance of any development usdetion 32 or
section 33 or section 35, make an order directireg dealing of
such development in the prescribed manner, forpilnpose of
carrying out the provisions of this Act, or for peating any
dispute as to the nature and extent of such Dexedop

(2) Where any development has been sealed, theoAtyth
or the officer authorised by it in this behalf, lwiprior permission
of the State Government or the officer authorisgditbin this
behalf, may, for the purpose of removing or dissanhg such
development, order the seal to be removed.
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(3) No person shall remove such seal except by,-
(a) an order passed under sub-section (2); or
(b) an order of the Tribunal.

(4) Any person who contravenes the provisions dj- su
section (3) shall, on conviction, be punished viitle which may
extend to twenty five thousand rupees.

37. Power to require removal of authorised
development or use.- (1) If it appears to the Authority that it is
expedient in the interest of proper planning ofatsas (including
the interest of amenities) having regard to the Plepared-

(a) that any use of land should be discontinued; or
(b) that any conditions should be imposed on the
continuance thereof; or
(c) that any building or works should be altered or

(2) Any person aggrieved by such notice may, witie
said period and in the manner prescribed, appdktdribunal.

(3) On receipt of an appeal under sub-section {29,
Tribunal may, after giving a reasonable opportupitypeing heard
to the appellant and the Authority, dismiss theegppr allow the
appeal by quashing or varying the notice as it thak fit.

(4) If any person-

() who has suffered damage in consequence of the
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compliance with the notice by the depreciation on
any interest in the land to which he is entitlecogr
being disturbed in his enjoyment of the land or
otherwise; or

(i) who has carried out any works in compliance with

the notice claims from the Authority, within the
time and in the manner prescribed, compensation in
respect of that damage, or of any expenses
reasonably incurred by him for complying with the
notice, then the provisions of sub-sections (2) and
(3) of section 30 shall apply in relation to such
claim as those provisions apply to claims for

compensation under those provisions.

38. Sanction for sub-division of plot or layout of private
street.- (1) Every person who intends to sub-divide his landhis
plot or make or layout a private street on sucld lanplot on or
after the date of the publication of the draft plarder section 23
shall submit the intended layout plan for such paeptogether
with such particulars and such fees, as may berrdeted by
regulations or by Government orders, to the Autlgdar sanction.

(2) The Authority may, within the period specified the
regulations, sanction such plan either without rhcalions or
subject to such modifications or conditions as dnsiders
expedient or may refuse to give sanction, if thehauty is of
opinion that such division or laying out of stréenot in any way
consistent with the proposal of the plan.

(3) No compensation shall be payable for the réfasa
sanction or for the imposition of modificationsaanditions in the
sanction.

(4) If any person does any work in contraventionsob-
section (1), or in contravention of the modificasoor conditions
given under sub-section (2), or inspite of refusfadanction under
the said sub-section (2), the Authority may dirsath person by
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notice in writing to stop any work in progress after making an
inquiry in the manner determined by regulations aeenor pull
down any work or restore the land to its originahdition.

39. Recovery of expenses incurred.- Any expenses
incurred by the Authority under sections 32, 33, 3% and 38
shall be a sum due to the Authority under this @t the person
in default or the owner of the land or plot andlisba recovered as
arrears of land revenue.

CHAPTER-VII
Projects and Schemes

40. Making and contents of Projects and Schemes.- (1)
Subject to the provisions of this Act or any othex for the time
being in force, the Authority for the purpose ofpiementing the
proposals in any plan may make such projects anenses for the
integrated development of Bharatpur Region or ay thereof, as
may be considered necessary.

(2) A project or scheme may make provisions foioalany
of the following matters, namely:-

(i) any of the matters specified in sections 212i1d

leasing of land for purpose of public utilities
such as road, streets, open spaces, parks, gardens,
recreation and playgrounds, hospitals,
dispensaries, educational institutions, green pelts
dairies, housing development, development of
markets, shopping centres, commercial
complexes, cultural centres, administrative
centres, transport facilities and public purposes
of all kinds;

(i) acquisition, laying out or relaying out of land
either vacant or already built upon, rebuilding or
relocating areas which have been badly laid out

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or which have development or degenerated into a
slum or kachhi basti, the filling up or reclamation
of laying, swampy or unhealthy areas or levelling
up of land;

acquisition and development of areas for
commercial, industrial, transportation,
agricultural mandies and other similar purposes;
acquisition of land and its development for the
purpose of laying out or remodelling of roads
and streets pattern, layout of new streets or roads
construction, diversion, extension, alteration,
improvement and closing up of streets and roads
and discontinuance of communications;
reconstruction of plots for the purpose of
buildings, roads, drainage inclusive of sewerage,
surface or sub-soil drainage, sewerage disposal
and other similar amenities;

the construction, alteration and removal of
buildings, bridges and other structures;

lighting and water supply;

the preservation of objects of historical or
national interest or natural beauty and of
buildings actually used for religious purposes;

the reservation of land in any scheme to such
extent as may be provided by regulations for the
purpose of providing housing accommodation to
the members of Scheduled Castes, Scheduled
Tribes, Backward Classes and Weaker Sections
of the society;

the imposition of conditions and restrictions in
regard to the open space to be maintained around
buildings, the percentage of building area for a
plot, the number, size, height and character of
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building allowed in specified areas the purpose to
which buildings or specified areas may or may
not be appropriated, the sub-division of plots, the
discontinuance of objectionable uses of lands in
any area in specified periods, parking space and
loading and unloading space for any building and
the sizes or locations of projections
advertisement signs and hoardings;

(xil) the suspension, so far as may be necessary, for
the proper carrying out of the schemes, of any
rule, bye-law, regulation, notification or order
made or issued under any law for the time being
in force which the Legislature of the State is
competent to make:

Provided that any suspension under this
clause shall cease to operate in the event of the
withdrawal of the scheme or on the coming into
force of the final scheme;

(xiii) any other work of a nature such as would bring
about environmental improvements which may
be taken up by the Authority and all such other
matters not inconsistent with the objects of this
Act.

(3) The draft project or scheme shall contain thiofving
particulars, namely:-

(a) the area, ownership and tenure of each original
plot;

(b) the particulars of land allotted or reserved under
clause (i) of sub-section (2) with a general
indications of the uses to which such land is to be
put and the terms and conditions subject to which
such land is to be put to such uses;

(c) the extent to which it is proposed to alter the
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boundaries of original plots;

(d) the estimate of the net cost of the scheme to be
borne by the appropriate authority;

(e) a full description of all the details of the scheme
under sub-section (2) as may be applicable;

(H the laying out or relaying out of land either
vacant or already built upon;

(g) the filing up or reclamation of low lying,
swampy or unhealthy areas or levelling up of
land; and

(h) any other particulars as may be determined by
regulations.

41. Preparation of Projects and Schemes.- (1) The
Authority may, by resolution, declare its intentibm prepare a
project or scheme as provided in section 40 in @eyelopment
area.

(2) Not later than thirty days from the date aicls
declaration of intention to make such project ohesoe, the
Authority shall publish the declaration in the ©fll Gazette and
in such other manner as may be determined by reguda

(3) Not later than two years from the date of lmalion
of the declaration under sub-section (2) the Auth@hall prepare
a project or scheme in draft form and publish isuth form and
manner as may be determined by regulations togetitiera notice
inviting objections and suggestions from any peradth respect
to the said draft project or scheme before sucle dat may be
specified therein, such date being not earlier thaty days from
the date of publication of such notice.

(4) The Authority shall consider all the objectioasd
suggestions as may be received within the periedised in the
notice under sub-section (3) and shall, after gjvanreasonable
opportunity to such persons affected thereby asdasrous of
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being heard, approve the draft project or schempuasished or
make such modifications, as it may deem fit.

(5) Immediately after a project or scheme is apetov
under sub-section (4), with or without modificatspthe Authority
shall publish in the Official Gazette and in su¢hes manner as
may determined by regulations a final project ohesse and
specify the date on which it shall come into operat

(6) Notwithstanding anything contained in the faeg
sub-sections, the procedure as laid down thereall stot be
required to be followed in case the project or suhas to be
carried out on any land vested in the Authority aneddemolition
of any building or removal of persons living theresainvolved in
its execution.

42. Restrictions on use and development of land after
declaration of a Scheme.- (1) On or after the date on which a draft
scheme is published under section 41, no persdh shidin the
area included in the project or scheme, institutehange the use
of any land or building or carry out any developmenless such
person has applied for and obtained the necessamigsion for
doing so from the Authority in accordance with ttegulations
made in this behalf:

Provided that it shall be lawful for any persorutadertake
such development within the village abadi limits ancordance
with the permission granted by the local panchagafar as such
permission is consistent with such draft schemschemes.

(2) The provisions of Chapter-VlI shall be applieabl
mutatis mutandis for the project or scheme approved under sub-
section (4) of section 41.

43. Lapse of Scheme.- If the Authority fails to implement
the project or scheme approved under sub-sectioof @ection 41
within a period of five years from the date of poation thereof
under sub-section (5) of section 41, it shall, lmméxpiration of the
said period of five years, lapse.
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44. Modification or withdrawal of Project or Scheme.-

45. Saving to any Project or Scheme.- Notwithstanding
anything contained in any provision of this Act iar any plan
sanctioned under it, the Authority shall be at ftip¢o make and
carry out any project or scheme not covered bysthe plan in the
opinion of the Authority, it is necessary to do @oexpedient in
public interest, and the said plan shall be deetndx modified to
that extent.

CHAPTER-VIII
Acquisition and Disposal of Land

46. Power to purchase or lease by agreement.- The
Authority may enter into an agreement with any perfor the
purchase, leasing or exchange by the Authority fsuoh person
of any land, which the Authority is authorised wmaire, or any
interest in such land.

47. Power of State Government to acquire land.- Where,
on any representation from the Authority, it apgetar the State
Government that in order to enable the Authoritpéoform any of
its functions or to discharge any of its dutiedamexercise any of
its powers or to carry out any of its projects @hemes or
development Programmes, it is necessary that antyitaany part
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of the Bharatpur Region should be acquired, theeSt@vernment
may acquire the land under and in accordance \wélptovisions
of the Right to Fair Compensation and Transpareincy.and

Acquisition, Rehabilitation and Resettlement Acl2 (Central
Act No. 30 of 2013).

48. Possession to be made available to the Authority.-
Where any land is taken in possession of the &&ateernment, it
shall make that land available to the Authority floe purpose of
performing its functions, discharging its dutiesd axercising its
powers.

49. Land to vest in the Authority and its disposal.- (1)

52. Revocation of allotment and cancellation of lease
deed.- (1) Notwithstanding anything to the contrary conéal in
this Act or any other law for the time being inder if, at any time,
before or after the lease deed, executed and eegiktin respect of
land disposed of under this Chapter either on lbat#basis or on
free hold basis, the Authority has reasons to belibat allotment
of land has been obtained, and lease deed haselzeented, by
way of misrepresentation of facts or on the badisfalse
documents or with collusion or in contraventionladv, it shall
issue in the manner hereinafter provided a noticeviiting to
show cause why an order of revocation of allotmemid
cancellation of the lease deed of the land shootda made.
(2) The notice shall-
(a) specify the grounds on which an order of revocatibn
allotment and cancellation of the lease deed ofahé
Is proposed to be made; and

(b) require all persons concerned, that is to sayeabons
who are or may be, in occupation of or claim ingere
in, the land, to show cause, if any, against tlopased
order on or before such date as is specified in the
notice being a date not earlier than seven days the
date of issue thereof.

(3) If, after considering the cause, if any, shomnany
person in pursuance of a notice under sub-sectipnaiid any
evidence he may produce in support of the samea#iad giving
him, a reasonable opportunity of being heard, thehdrity is
satisfied that the lease is obtained by misreptatien of facts or
on the basis of false documents or with collusion io
contravention of law, the Authority may, make arder of
revocation of allotment and cancellation of theske@eed of the
land and also make an order of eviction, for readorbe recorded
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therein, directing that the land shall be vacatg@lbpersons who

are or may be in occupation thereof or any paretbfe and cause a
copy of the order to be affixed on the outer dooiseme other

conspicuous part of the land.

53. Acceptance of surrender of rights in certain lands
and issue of free hold patta.- (1) Any person who holds non-
agricultural land within the jurisdiction of the #wority otherwise
than under a lease or license issued by the Auyhoray, in the
prescribed manner, surrender his rights in suct lanfavour of
the Authority for the purpose of obtaining free dhaghts from the
Authority, the Authority may accept such rights andy issue free
hold patta.

(2) Any person who holds any order or patta issureder
any other law may also surrender his rights in daold in favour
of the Authority for the purpose of obtaining frieeld rights from
the Authority, the Authority may accept such righatel may issue
free hold patta. In case such land is on leasdbadds the free hold
patta shall be issued on depositing one time lgas®y as may be
prescribed.

(3) On acceptance of rights by the Authority undeb-
sections (1) and (2), all the rights of the holderthe said land
shall vest in the Authority and the Authority shaubject to the
other provisions of this Act and the rules madedteder and on
payment by the holder such fee or charges as maletegmined
by the State Government, issue free hold patthedolder of the
said land.

(4) The free hold patta issued under sub-sec8psifall be
subject to all the covenants and encumbrances wiech attached
to the land and existed immediately before accegtdoy the
Authority of the rights under sub-sections (1) é23d

CHAPTER-IX
Finance, Budget and Accounts

54. Funds of the Authority.- (1) There shall be a fund for
the Authority to be called "the Bharatpur Region Development
Fund" (hereinafter referred to as "Fund"), to which shall be

credited all

moneys received by the Authority, including-

such amount of contribution to be made by the State
Government yearly or in such instalments in each year
as it may determine in accordance with the schemes
included in the State Plan and under appropriation
duly made in this behalf, which contribution shall be
utilised by the Authority for the development of
Bharatpur Region;

such other moneys as may be paid to the Authority by
the State Government, Central Government or any
other authority or agency by way of grants, loans,
advances or otherwise;

income derived from premium on second and
subsequent sale of vacant land;

income from levy on vacant land;

all fees, costs and charges received by the Authority
under this Act or any other law for the time being in
force;

all moneys received by the Authority from the
disposal of land, building and other property,
movable and immovable and other transactions,
including lease money, urban assessment,
development charges and other similar charges
recovered from plot holders,

all moneys borrowed by the Authority including loans
to be raised from the financing institutions;

all moneys received by the Authority by way of rents
and profits or in any other manner or from any other
source; and

all donations to be received by the Authority.
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(2) The Authority may keep in current or deposit account
with any Scheduled Bank or any Co-operative or other Bank
approved by the State Government in this behalf, such sum of
money out of its Fund as may be determined by the Authority and
any money in excess of the said sum shall be invested in such
manner as may be determined by regulations.

(3) Such accounts shall be operated upon by the Bharatpur
Development Commissioner or by such other officer of the
Authority as may be authorised by it by regulations made in this
behalf.

55. Loans Fund.- (1) As a part of the Fund, the Authority
shall establish in distinct Bank accounts a Loansdrfor the
purpose of (a) receiving all moneys borrowed binduding all
repayments of loan instalments together with paynoénnterest
made by the borrower on loans, (b) providing allneys to be
made available by the Authority as loans or advance local
authorities and other authorities or persons, dpayment of loans
raised by the Authority for the purposes of thist,Aand (d)
expenditure on projects and schemes.

(2) All matters connected with the Loans Fund shual
governed by the regulations made in this behalf.

56. Reserve and other Funds.- (1) The Authority shall
make provisions for a reserve fund and may provateother
specially denominated funds, as it deems fit.

(2) The management of the funds referred to insadtion
(1), the sums to be transferred from time to timethe credit
thereof, and the application of money comprisedethne shall be
determined by the Authority.

57. Application of Funds, etc. .- All property, funds and
other assets vesting in the Authority shall be fald applied by it
for the purposes and subject to the provisiongisfAct.

58. Power of the Authority to borrow.- The Authority
may, with the previous approval of the State Gonent, borrow
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any money for carrying out the purpose of this ércfor servicing
any loan obtained by it, at such rates and on soalitions as the
State Government may determine at the time monkgri®wed.

59. Power of the Authority to finance Project and
Schemes and impose conditions therefor.- The Authority shall
be competent to give grants, advances or loan®rtdp share
expenses with, any local authority or other autigan Bharatpur
Region, or any Government Department or any perfeorgny of
the purposes of section 16 and notwithstandinghamytcontained
in any law for the time being in force, it shall l@evful for such
local authority, other authority, Government Depwant or any
person to accept such grants, advances or loashase in the
expenses, subject to such terms and conditionfie@®fathority
may, from time to time, in consultation with sudcdl authority,
other authority, Government Department or any perae the case
may be, specify.

60. State guaranteeto loans taken or given by the
Authority.- The State Government may guarantee repayment of
the principal of, and interest on, any loan raisedjiven by the
Authority or transferred to it, for the purposestiof Act, subject
to such conditions as the State Government mayk tfiinto
impose.

61. Accounts and Audit.- (1) The Authority shall keep
accounts in such form  and in such manner, asay, nby
regulations made in this behalf, determine.

(2) The Accounts of the Authority shall be subjectudit
by the Examiner, Local Fund Audit in accordancihwhe
provisions of the Rajasthan Local Fund Audit AQ54 (Act No.
XXVIII of 1954).

(3) The Authority shall pay from the Fund such djes: for
the audit, as may be prescribed.

62. Budget.- (1) The Director, Finance of the Authority
shall prepare, every year, in such form and at sueh as may be
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determined by regulations, an annual budget estimmatespect of
the financial year next ensuing, showing the edthaeceipts and
disbursements of the Authority to the Bharatpur &epment
Commissioner who shall after making such modifwadi as he
deems fit, submit it to the Authority for approval.

(2) The Bharatpur Development Commissioner shall
forward to the State Government copies of the budggpproved
by the Authority.

63. Annual Report.- The Authority shall prepare after the
end of each year (ending on the 31st day of Marhgport of its
activities during the previous year and submit at the State
Government before the 30th day of September. Thate St
Government shall cause to be laid on the tabléettouse of the
State Legislature such annual report including shegement of
accounts.

CHAPTER-X
Powers to Levy Certain Charges

64. Power to levy certain charges.- The Authority shall
levy at such rate and from such date as the Staver@ment may
direct by notification in the Official Gazette, amdsuch manner as
may be prescribed by the State Government in tblsalh the
following charges, namely:-

(a) a premium on second or subsequent sale of vacaaht la

in Bharatpur Region;

(b) an annual levy on vacant land in Bharatpur Regamat

(c) conversion charges for conversion of the use odl lan

from residential purpose to commercial or any other
purpose.

Explanation.- The expression "vacant land" used in this
Chapter shall mean all land allotted or sold by tBeate
Government, the Authority, or any local authority ease hold
basis or land owned or held otherwise and on whiztbuilding
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has been constructed or if any building has be@stoacted, the
covered area is less than 1/5th of the total aré@edand.

65. Urban assessment (ground rent) to be credited to the
fund of the Authority.- (1) The Authority shall recover the urban
assessment or ground rent from the plot holdeth@hand or plot
sold on lease hold basis by the State GovernmetiteoAuthority
or any local authority at such rates, and in suammar as may be
prescribed.

(2) The urban assessment or ground rent recoverddru
sub-section (1) shall be deposited in the Funth@Authority.

66. Authority may charge fee for certain licences or
permission.- When any licence is granted by the Authority under
this Act or when any permission is given by it famy of the
purposes of this Act, the Authority may charge a fer such
licence or permission as may be determined by atiguls.

CHAPTER-XI
Prosecutions, Suits and Powers of Police

67. Penalty for unauthorised obstruction.- Whoever-

(i) obstructs the entry of any person empowered
under section 83 to enter into or upon any land or
building in any part of the Bharatpur Region for
the purposes mentioned in that section; or

(i)  molests such persons as aforesaid after such entry;
or

(i) resists, obstructs or molests any member or
employee of the Authority or any employee of the
Government in the exercise of any power
conferred on, or in the discharge of any duty
imposed upon, or in the performance of any
function entrusted to, the Authority or the
Government or such member, or employee of the
Authority or any employee of the Government; or
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(iv) obstructs or molests any person with whom the

Authority or the Government or an officer of the
Government has entered into a contract or
obstructs or molests a servant of the Authority,
who may be lawfully engaged in doing anything,
in connection with the discharge of the duties or
performances of the functions of the Authority or
of the Government or of an officer appointed by it
under this Act,

shall be punishable with fine which may extend @ ¢housand

rupees or with imprisonment for a term which mayead to six

months or with both.

68. Penalty for removing fence, etc. set up for the
purpose of carrying out any work.- If any person without lawful
authority-

(a) removes any fence, or any timber used for proppmg
supporting any building, wall or other things, or
extinguishes any light set up at any place wheee th
surface of street or other ground has been opened o
broken up by the Authority for the purpose of cargy
out any work authorised under this Act; or

(b) removes any mark set up for the purpose of indigati
any level or direction necessary to the executioany
work authorised under this Act; or

(c) infringes any order given or removes any bar, cloain
post fixed by the Authority for the purpose of ¢hap
any street to traffic, during the course of exemutof
any work under this Act,

he shall be punishable with fine which may extemdrie thousand
rupees.

69. Penalty for disobedience of requisition and
furnishing false information, etc. - Whoever-

(a) wilfully or without any reasonable excuse disobapy
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requisition or other lawful order or direction igsl
under or in pursuance of any of the provisionshas t
Act; or
(b) being required under any of the provisions of s
to make any return or to furnish any informatiorakes
a false return or furnishes false information,
shall be punishable with fine which may extendhee thousand
rupees or with imprisonment for a term which matees to three
months or with both.

70. Encroachment or obstruction upon public land.- (1)
Whoever makes any encroachment in any land or spatcbeing
private property, whether such land or space baldogr vests in
the Authority or not, except steps over drain ity pablic street,
shall on conviction, be punished with simple impnsent which
shall not be less than one month but which maynekte two
years and with fine which may extend to twenty gand rupees:

Provided that the court may for any adequate ociape
reason to be mentioned in the judgment impose tesenm of
imprisonment for a term of less than one month.

(2) Whoever makes any obstruction in any land @csp
not being private property, whether such land @cspbelongs to
or vests in the Authority or not, except steps os&in in any
public street, shall on conviction, be punished hwigimple
imprisonment which may extend to one month or iitle which
may extend to two thousand rupees or with both.

(3) The Authority or any officer authorised by it this
behalf shall have power to remove any such obsbmucor
encroachment and the expenses of such removal lshaghid by
the person who had caused the said obstructionaro@chment.

(4) Whoever not being duly authorised in that behal
removes earth, sand or other material from any landpace as
aforesaid shall be punished on conviction with isgiment
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which may extend to six months or with fine whiclyrextend to
ten thousand rupees or with both.

(5) Notwithstanding anything contained in the faieg
provisions, the Authority or the officer authoriség it in this
behalf shall, in addition to the action taken aevmed in this
section, also have power to seize or attach angepty found on
the land or space referred to in this section ®the case may be,
attached to such land or space or permanentlynegdte anything
attached to such land or space.

(6) Where any property is seized or attached bypfaocer
authorised by the Authority, he shall immediatelgk®a a report of
such seizure or attachment to the Authority.

(7) The Authority may make such orders as it thifikéor
the proper custody of the property seized or agdcpending the
conclusion of confiscation proceedings, and if fheperty is
subject to speedy and natural decay, or it is otiserexpedient so
to do, the Authority may order it to be sold orathise disposed
of.

(8) Where any property is sold as aforesaid, thie sa
proceeds thereof after deduction of the expensempfsuch sale
or other incidental expenses relating thereto | shal

(a) where no order of confiscation is ultimately pasbgd

the Authority; or

(b) where an order passed in appeal so requires,
be paid to the owner thereof or the person frommwitds seized.

(9) Where any property is seized or attached usdér
section (5), the Authority may order confiscatidrsoch property.

(10) No order for confiscation of a property sHal made
under sub-section (9), unless the owner of suclpgrty or the
person from whom it is seized or attached is given-

(@) a notice in writing, informing him of the
grounds on which it is proposed to confiscate
the property;
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(b) an opportunity of making a representation in
writing within such reasonable time as may be
specified in the notice against the grounds of
confiscation; and

(c) a reasonable opportunity of being heard in the
matter.

(11) The order of any confiscation under this secshall
not prevent the infliction of any punishment to ehithe person
affected thereby is liable under this Act.

(12) Whenever any property is seized or attacheulipg
confiscation under this section, the Authority dwe tTribunal
constituted under section 80 of this Act shall hawand
notwithstanding anything to the contrary containedany other
law for the time being in force, any court, othebunal or other
authority shall not have, jurisdiction to make osdeith regard to
the possession, delivery, disposal, release orilglisibn of such
property.

(13) Where any person is prosecuted of an offemzie
sub-section (1) or sub-section (2), the burderrobipg that he has
not committed the offence shall be on him.

(14) Whoever, being an employee of the Authority,
specifically entrusted with the duty to stop or vaet the
encroachment or obstruction punishable under gasan, wilfully
or knowingly neglects or deliberately omits to stprevent such
encroachment or obstruction, shall, on convictibe, punished
with simple imprisonment for a term which may exteio one
month or with fine which may extend to one thousamgees or
with both:

Provided that no court shall take cognizance agaush
employee for the offence punishable under thissadiion except
with the previous sanction of the Authority.
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(15) No investigation of an offence under this secshall
be made by an officer not below the rank of a Dgput
Superintendent of Police.

71. General provision for punishment of offences.-
Whoever contravenes any of the provisions of this ér of any
rule or regulations made or does anything agamgiéan, project
or scheme sanctioned thereunder shall, if no offeralty is
provided for such contravention, be punishable-

(a) for the first offence, with fine which may extera dne

thousand rupees; and

(b) for a second or any subsequent offence with finehvh

shall not be less than two hundred fifty rupees aoid
more than five thousand rupees.

72. Offence by companies.- (1) If the person committing
an offence under this Act is a company, every persdo at the
time the offence was committed was incharge of, avab
responsible to the company for the conduct of th&ress of the
company as well as the company, shall be deeméeé tuilty of
the offence and shall be liable to be proceedednsigand
punished accordingly:

Provided that nothing contained in this sub-sectball
render any such person liable to any punishmentiged in this
Act, if he proves that the offence was committedhaut his
knowledge or that he exercised all due diligencerevent the
commission of such offence.

(2) Notwithstanding anything contained in sub-set({l),
where an offence under this Act has been committyeal company
and it is proved that the offence has been comdhitéh the
consent or connivance or, is attributable to arylew on the part
of any Director, Manager, Secretary or other offiad the
company, such Director, Manager, Secretary or atfferer shall
be liable to be proceeded against and punisheddingby.

Explanation.- For the purposes of this section,-
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(a) "company" means a body corporate and includesra fir

or other association of individuals; and

(b) "director" in relation to a firm means a partnertine

firm.

73. Cognizance of offences- No court shall take
cognizance of any offence punishable under thisoh@ny rule or
regulation or order made thereunder except upoonaplaint in
writing of the facts constituting such offence madédy the
Authority or by a person expressly authorised is tehalf by the
Authority:

Provided that any person, whose right to enjoynoértis
own property is adversely affected by any unauseoti
development as indicated in sub-section (1) ofice@1, may also
file a complaint in the like manner against suchspe or persons
who may have undertaken the said unauthorised alewvant:

Provided further that the Authority shall also beeg due
notice of such proceedings and if the Authority oges the cause
for action within a reasonable period, the procegslin the Court
shall abate, without prejudice to any other actwrmproceedings
that the Authority has initiated or may initiateetbafter.

74. Fine when realised to be paid to the Authority.- All
fines realised in connection with prosecution unithés Act shall
be paid to the Authority.

75. Power of the Authority as to legal matters.- The
Authority may,-

(a) institute, defend or withdraw from any legal

proceeding;

(b) compound any offence against this Act; and

(c) admit, compromise or withdraw any claim made in any

legal proceeding or otherwise:

Provided that no withdrawal from prosecution for an
offence under this Act shall be made except withghrmission of
the court.
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76. Immunity to Authority.- No suit, prosecution or other
legal proceeding shall be maintainable againstit@ority or any
person acting under the direction of the Authooitythe Chairman,
member or any officer or servant of the Authorifxecutive
Committee, other committees, any Functional Boardry body
thereof in respect of anything lawfully and in goaith and with
due care and attention done under this Act.

77. Notice of suit against Authority.- (1) No suit shall be
instituted against the Authority or any member ¢éoéior any of its
officers or other employees or any person actingleunthe
directions of the Authority or any member or anficefr or other
employee of the Executive Committee, any FunctioBahrd,
Tribunal, any committee or any body thereof, it of any act
done or purporting to have been done in pursuahtieiAct or
any order, rule or regulation made thereundethel expiration of
two months from the date on which notice in writimgs been left
at the office or place of abode of the personsetgued and unless
such notice states explicitly the cause of actibe,nature of relief
sought, the amount of compensation claimed andn#me and
place of residence of the intending plaintiff andess the plaint
contains a statement that such notice has beeor|délivered.

(2) No suit such as is described in sub-sections{ll,
unless it is a suit for recovery of immovable pmbpeor for a
declaration of title thereto, be instituted aftee expiry of one year
from the date on which the cause of action arises.

(3) Nothing contained in sub-section (1) shall berded to
apply to a suit in which the only relief claimedas injunction of
which the object would be defeated by giving of tidice or the
postponement of the institution of the suit.

78. Mode of proof of record.- A copy of any receipt,
application, plan, notice, order, entry in a regisof other
document in the possession of the Authority shiatiuly certified
by the legal keeper thereof, or the Bharatpur Dmyekent
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Commissioner or any person authorised by him ia bahalf, be
received as prima facievidence of the entry or document and
shall be admitted as evidence of the matters ams$action therein
recorded in every case where, and to the same teatkenthe
original entry or document would, if produced, habeen
admissible to prove such matter.

79. Restriction on the summoning of servants of
Authority to produce documents.- No member or officer or
servant of the Authority shall in any legal procegdo which the
Authority is not a party be required to produce amygister or
document the contents of which can be proved utidepreceding
section by a certified copy, or to appear as aeas#nto prove the
matter and transaction recorded therein unlesgdgr @f the court
made for special cause.

CHAPTER-XII
Miscellaneous

80. Constitution of Tribunal.- (1) The State Government
shall, by notification in the Official Gazette, ciitute a Tribunal
for the purposes of this Act.

(2) The Tribunal shall consist of one person whallsbe
an officer of the State Government and shall bel gaich salary
and allowances as may be determined by the Stater@uoent.

(3) The State Government may, to assist the Tribuna
direct the Authority to appoint such number of eoygles and of
such cadre as may be deemed necessary.

(4) The expenses of the Tribunal shall be bornethzy
Authority.

(5) The procedure to be followed by the Tribunal in
deciding the appeals or disputes referred to iteurnllis Act shall
be such as may be prescribed.

(6) The Tribunal shall have the same powers avested
in a civil court under the Code of Civil Procedui®08 (Central
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Act No. 5 of 1908) in respect of hearing and dewddf an appeal
or any dispute referred to it.

(7) Except as otherwise provided, any disputeragisiut of
any provision of this Act may be referred to thebt@inal by the
Authority. The decision of the Tribunal shall bedi and binding
on all the parties thereto.

(8) Except as otherwise provided,-

(a) any person aggrieved by an order or notfce o
the Authority may file an appeal in the Tribunal
within thirty days of the communication of such
order or notice to him; and

(b) any person aggrieved by any threatened act or
injury from the Authority affecting his rights may
refer the dispute to the Tribunal within thirty day
of the communication or knowledge of such
threatened act or injury,

and the decision of the Tribunal shall be final.

81. Constitution of Settlement Committee.- (1) The State
Government may, by notification in the Official Gdte, constitute
a Settlement Committee consisting of a Chairman sargth other
members, as it may deem fit, to resolve the digpbetween the
Authority and other persons and such Committeel simalertake
to resolve the dispute whenever so requested bycdheerned
person.

(2) The Settlement Committee shall have such poaeds
follow such procedure as may be prescribed by thateS
Government.

(3) Any Committee already constituted for this pse
shall be deemed to have been constituted undeAthis

(4) The decision given by such Committee shall inelihg
on the Authority.

82. Recovery of moneys due to the Authority asarrears
of land revenue.- Where any sum (not being rent payable in
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respect of any premises of the Authority) payabléhe Authority,
whether under any agreement, express or impliedtloerwise,
howsoever, is not paid on or before the due date-

(@) and the claim is not disputed, the Bharatpur
Development Commissioner or any officer authorised
by him in this behalf shall send to the District
Collector a certificate under his hand indicatihgrein
the sum which is due to the Authority or is clainsd
the Authority, as the case may be, and thereupan, t
District Collector shall recover the sum due to be
claimed as arrears of land revenue;

(b) and the claim is disputed, it shall be referred the
Tribunal which shall, after making such inquiry ias
thinks fit and after giving to the person by whone t
sum is alleged to be payable a reasonable opptytuni
of being heard, decide the question and communicate
forthwith its decision to the Authority. Any person
aggrieved by the decision of the Tribunal may, mith
thirty days from the date of such decision, appgeal
the Board of Revenue. The decision of the Board of
Revenue shall be final and shall not be called in
question in any Court. Thereupon the Collector Ishal
recover the sum determined to be due as arrears of
land revenue.

83. Power of entry.- (1) The Chairman and members of
Authority, the Executive Committee, any other Coittes, any
Functional Board or any body thereof, the Bharafpewvelopment
Commissioner and officers and servants of the Aittho
authorised by him in this behalf with or withoutsesants or
workmen, enter into or upon any land or building tlee purposes
of-

(a) making any enquiry, inspection, measurement oresurv

or taking levels of such land or building;
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(b) Examining work under construction and ascertaining
the course of sewers and drains;

(c) digging or boring into the sub-soil;

(d) setting out boundaries and intended lines of works;

(e) making such lines, boundaries and lines by placing
mark and cutting trenches;

() ascertaining whether any land is being or has been
developed in contravention of any plan or withthe
permission or in contravention of any condition jsab
to which such permission has been granted undsr thi
Act; or

(g) doing any other thing necessary for the efficient
administration of this Act:

Provided that -

(i) no such entry shall be made except between the
hours of sunrise and sunset and without giving
reasonable notice at least of twenty-four hours to
the occupier, or if there be no occupier, to the
owner of the land or building;

(i)  sufficient notice shall in every instance be given,
even when any premises may otherwise be
entered without notice, to enable the inmates of
any apartment appropriated to females to remove
to some part of the premises where their privacy
need not be disturbed; and

(i) due regard shall always be had, so far as may be
compatible with the exigencies of the purposes for
which the entry is made, to the social and
religious usages of the occupants of the premises
entered.

(2) It shall be lawful for any person authorisedlensub-

section (1) to make an entry for the purpose gecsion or search

97. Supremacy of rules and Repeal of Existing

(p) all sums or charges which the Trust was, immelyiate
before such constitution, entitled to levy, assasd
recover for or in respect of development or
improvement of any land in the urban area of
Bharatpur, may continue to be levied, assessed and
recovered by the Authority under the correspaonnd
provisions of this Act.

(2) Where any acquisition proceeding have beertestar
