Profile of the 11tk Sikkim Legislative Assembly

Results of the election to the 11" Sikkim Legislative Assembly were declared on June 2, 2024. The Sikkim Assembly has
32 seats. This note compares the profiles of the incoming elected Members of Legislative Assembly (MLAs) with that of
the previous term of the Assembly.

SKM wins a majority with 31 out of 32 seats

= The Sikkim Krantikari Morcha (SKM) won 31 of the 32 seats. Previously in 2004, Sikkim Democratic Front (SDF)
had won all seats barring one, and in 2009, SDF had won all 32 seats in the Assembly.

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Education profile of MLAs = In 2024, four women have been elected to the Assembly,
100% A 7% 10% one more than in 2019.
