G.S.R. 797(E).—The draft of the Marine Aids to Navigation (Removal or Alteration of
Obstructions) Rules, 2021, which the Central Government proposes to make, in exercise of the powers
conferred by sub-section (1) of section 46 of the Marine Aids to Navigation Act, 2021 (20 of 2021), are
hereby published, as required by sub-section (1) of the said section, for information of all persons likely to
be affected thereby; and notice is hereby given that the said draft rules will be taken into consideration after
the expiry of a period of thirty days from the date on which copies of the Gazette of India in which this
notification is published, are made available to the public;

Objections or suggestions, if any, to these draft rules may be addressed to the Director General,
Directorate of Lighthouses and Lightships, Ministry of Ports Shipping and Waterways, A-13, Sector 24,
Noida - 201301, or by email at noida-dgll@nic.in, within the period specified above;

The objections or suggestions which may be received from any person with respect to the said draft
rules, within the period so specified will be considered by the Central Government.

Draft Rules
Preliminary

1. Short title and commencement: (1) these rules may be called the Marine Aids to Navigation (Removal
or Alteration of Obstructions) Rules, 2021.

(2) It shall come into force from the date of their publication in the Official Gazette.
2. Definitions: (1) In these rules, unless the content otherwise requires,
(a) “Act’ means the Marine Aids to Navigation Act, 2021 (20 of 2021);

(b) “Day mark” means the distinctive colour or band of colour (or both) of a lighthouse,
enabling it to be identified as conspicuous structure.

(c) “District” means the demarcated area of aids to navigation as specified in rule 5 of
Accounting and Financial Power Rules, 2021.

(d) “Director general” means the Director General of Marine Aids to Navigation.
(e) “director” means the Director of Marine Aids to Navigation;
(f) “form” means a form annexed to these rules;

(g) “General aid to navigation” means an aid to navigation declared by the Central
Government as listed under Schedule I of Accounting and Financial Power Rules, 2021.

(h) “head of district” means the officer, not below the rank of Director, who exercise
delegated powers of the Director General for general administration and control of a
District;

(i) “Light character” means the distinctive colour or periodic rhythm (or both) of a
navigation light.

(G) “Local authority” means the authority entrusted by the central / state Government to
accord approval for any construction /development activity at local level.

(k) “Prohibited sector” means the service sector of a visual aid as notified in Schedule — I
where the activities which obstruct the visual aid is prohibited.

(1) “radio aids” means any radio based Aids to Navigation such as RACON (Radar beacon),
DGNSS (Differential Global Navigation Satellite System), Navtex (Navigational Telex),
AIS (Automatic Identification System), VTS (Vessel Traffic Services) etc.

(m) “Rhythmic light” means any light source which emits intermittent light with a regular
periodicity.

(n) “Schedule” means the schedule annexed to these rules.
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(0) “Visual aids” for the purpose of applicability of these rules, means those Lighthouses
designated under the General Aids to Navigation as specified in the Schedule -1 of these
rules.

(2) Words and expressions used but not defined in this rules and defined in the Marine Aids to
Navigation Act, 2021will have the same meanings respectively assigned to them in that Act.

. Prohibited Sector of Visual Aid

To ensure the conspicuity of visual aid, there shall be prescribed quadrants namely prohibited sector to
mark the functional zone of visual aids to navigation. The prohibited sector of a visual aid designated
under general aids to navigation is given in Schedule — 1.

Restricted Activities

. No rhythmic light shall be exhibited without prior permission of the Central Government within a
radius of one kilo-meter (01 km) from the location of visual aid as specified in Schedule — 1.

. No building or structure shall be constructed or erected, or no trees shall be planted which is likely to
grow or ordinarily grows higher than the permitted height within a radius of one kilo-meter (01 km)
from the location of visual aid. The permitted height of buildings, structure, etc. in prohibited sector and
non-prohibited sector of visual aid shall be as per column (11) of Schedule — 1.

Regulation of Activity Prohibited and Non-prohibited Sector of Visual Aid

. The head of district shall be the designated officer to ensure the un-obstructed functioning of visual aids
in his district. He shall submit a quarterly return on un-obstructed functioning of visual aids to the
concerned Deputy Director General. In the event of violation reported by the head of district, the
Deputy Director General will inspect and submit a detailed report to the Director General.

. Existing trees in the prohibited sector shall be pruned periodically in consultation with the concerned
local authority, to restrict its height within the permissible limit as specified in column (11) of
Schedule - 1.

. The local authority authorised to issue or accord such approval or clearances for the proposed
construction or expansion in the prohibited and non-prohibited sector of visual aid shall comply the
provisions of rule 4 and 5, prior to issue such approval or clearances.

Alteration or Removal of Obstruction in Prohibited Sector of Visual Aid
. In the event of any violation under these rules reported,

(1)  The head of district shall serve Stop or Removal or Alteration Notice under Form 1, either by
hand or through post or electronic media to the person or entity responsible for the causing the
obstruction.

(2)  Simultaneously, the head of district shall inform the National Hydrographic Office of the
nature of obstruction of a visual aid to which may further notify the mariners.

(3)  On receipt of notice under rule 9(1), the respective person shall submit his response to the
head of district within 07 days from the date of receipt of the notice.

(4) In the event of non-compliance to the notice, the head of district shall forward the case to
concerned local authority to remove or alter the reported obstruction.

(5) The concern local authority shall initiate immediate action to remove or alter the reported
obstruction at the cost of the violator.

Obstruction to Radio Aid

10. Any activity that may affect functioning of Radio Aids to Navigation shall be restricted and guided by

the rules and regulations issued from time to time by the Department of Telecommunication,
Government of India.

11.In the event of any obstruction reported, the action as per rule 9 shall be taken by the concerned

Director.
